The Characteristics for Enlightenment:
1. Individualism
2. Rationalism
3. Skepticism
4. Knowledge
5. Progress
Individualism
An individual has natural rights regardless of anything. therefore the purpose of the country is to protect the natural rights of people. The way to protect the citizens is to create a social contract.
A social contract­ the citizens abide by the rules and the state/country protects their rights
In conclusion: an individual has the right to exist independently.
Rationalism
Rational thought to understand the world. You learn for yourself. Skepticism
To limit the power of the church you need to separate the powers of church and state.
Dism­ A theory believed by many philosophers that said religion is the basis for morality. Religion teaches what is good and bad ­ and because of that religion is important.
Knowledge
Until the enlightenment, there was no new information because the knowledge was passed down from one generation to the next. The average person had knowledge.  It made people more interested in politics and social issues.  example: the first new encyclopedia that came out in 1751.
Progress
All this new knowledge gained led to advancements of science and technology.  During the slow years, it was the church that controlled the information. Progress­ is a belief that eventually life will improve in all areas. this goes against Christianity.
Implementation  of  the  Enlightenment
1. American Revolution   2.French Revolution
  American  Revolution 1775-1781
1. Background  of  American  Revolution
The British colonies were in America in the 17th century. Up  until 1733, there were 13 colonies. The British weren’t involved with the colonies. The British and French had a war and the British lost a lot of money so they taxed the colonies but didn't give them political representation. This was perceived as inequality and a violation of the values ​​of justice and equality, which led to the revolution 1775-1781.
Declaration of Independence  of  the  USA
On the 4th of July 1776, the USA became independent.  The Declaration of Independence had ideas from the enlightenment.  For example: Free speech, rights, representation in the government. Therefore the people had more control of the government.
The  of  US  government
In 1787, the constitution was created, voted on, and accepted.
Constitution ­ detailed government. This was a new type of government (democracy)  and they wanted people to know about the government.
The US has a   federal  system.
Federal Government ­ 3 Branches­ to balance law
1. Legislative Branch : Congress ­ Senate and House of Representatives
2. Executive Branch ­ President, Vice, and Cabinet members
3. Judicial Branch ­ Supreme courts and lower courts
Elections
Originally, the only people that could vote were educated people who paid taxes and had no criminal record. Eventually, everybody could.
Bill  Of  Rights
A collection of amendments to the constitution of the USA.  has part of enlightenment like .   The 1st amendment limits congress from limiting speech, gathering, and religion.
This also limits the government from using useless force.
Summary:
We see that the USA implemented ideas of enlightenment through the American Revolution and made a
Democratic country. Showed the world that government can protect people.                                                  

French Revolution 1789­1799
The causes are mainly economic. No one had jobs and nobility was rich and poor were poor. People wanted a change. They had an assembly of 3 classes: Nobility, Clergy, Peasants.
1.Peasants­Wanted vote to be based on representative because they had the most people. they broke off and made their own. They called it the National Assembly and opened it on the tennis courts.
National  assembly­wanted to cancel classes to make people equal. They were influenced by the enlightenment and they made  a Constitution ­August 26, 1789.
They created something called Declaration  of  Right  of  Man and  Citizen and it was made for all humanity. 
After this, the National Assembly killed the Nobilities and anybody with them. This era was known as the Reign of Terror.  They changed the measuring system and calendar (they didn’t use meters anymore and the week became 10 days long). There was a lot of violence and France was not stable for years. It was monarchy.  Only in the 20th century did France become politically stable.
Even though the Revolution was violent and did not achieve all its goals, it changed the ideas of the world with freedom, equality and liberty.
Difference between 2 Revolutions:
The French Revolution was very extreme and not let Christianity rule. The American Revolution kept some old rules and believed in religion.
LIBERALISM
Liberal ideology believes in freedom of the individual and a free market. Government , doesn’t get involved with people.  Each person is responsible for himself. They believe in political and legal equality. Everyone has the right to vote and be voted for. However, they do not believe in economic equality.
Free Market­ the government doesn't get involved with a sale and there is no taxes. Hard to break out.
SOCIALIS
The idea of social and economic equality. Workers in charge of production and make fair money and rich shouldn’t just get all the money. worker ­ Proletarians. Middle class ­ Bourgeois
The socialists are divided into 2 groups:
1. Moderate socialists ­ they believe in the situation by legislation to improve lives
2. Extreme socialists ­they believe we  eradicate the old system and make a new one.
The head of this is Karl Marks. He was born Jewish but converted to Christianity. He claims the following:
Legislating Won't make real socialism, The rich wants power.
The workers Must have a violent revolution against the manipulative middle class. Socialists must not support nationalism because they will end up splitting up and stop fighting for equality.
Religion is not important since it splits up the workers.
The revolution must be universal.  This socialism led to communism. CONCLUSION;
Socialism changed the world because it created moderate socialism which led to social democratic parties, protected workers and  minimize the gaps between the rich and poor. Extreme socialism changed the world because it led to the communist revolution and divided the world into two camps(Communist camp and Free Camp).
Nationalism
Intro: Nationalism is a movement that developed during the 19th century.  During this time in Europe, different nations fought for their independence.
Nation : a group of people with joint beliefs and want to make a state. Two types of Nationalism:
1. Ethnic  Nationalism: Is a group of people that did not choose but were born into it. Shared the same culture, history, race and believes.


2. Political  and  Civil  Nationalism: people who want to make a state based on a belief. For example: Political ideas, ideology etc.

THE  INVOLVEMENT  OF  NATIONALISM            
 In the 19th century, there was a rise in nationalism. Nationalism differentiate nations which brought a romantic movement. result­ Two types of countries:
1. Nations living under empires created their own state.
A.1822 the Greeks declared independence from the Ottoman empire.
B. Poland got a state after WW1.
C. In 1848 The Hungarians demanded to break off from the Austrian Empire.
2. Small countries who have people with similar characteristics gathered together.
A.  Germany united in 1871, With a series of wars with denmark, austria and france. Before, it had German
39 principalities.
OTTO VON BISMARC ­ United all principalities (second Reich).
B .Italy split up under foreign power Italian principalities. The Italians in the north­east rebelled against Austrian­Hungarian Empire. The Italians liberated north­east Italy and united it with other Italian principalities(Tuscany, Sardinia etc). Also Liberated Cecily in the south.  it was officially united in 1870 when they liberated Rome from the Pope.

National  Minorities  Fighting  for  their   Rights
A national minority is a group of people who live in a state but have their own beliefs and want a state. Under the Ottoman empire lived many national minorities and was spread through Europe and Asia. The Austro­Hungarian Empire also had many minorities. all wanted independence. New states caused tension. These tensions caused 2 situations:
1. National minorities fighting for rights
2.National minorities fighting for independence.


After WW1 President Wilson introduced a program in a speech  called 14 points. One point was Self Determination ( have  a  state) for ethnic Minorities. This would prevent wars between states (discussed in the Treaty Of Versailles). Because of this treaty, Poland, Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia and more were given states.
Poland­ received independence because of the Treaty of Versailles. They needed to sign the treaty of
minorities because they had many minorities. They treated them poorly and eventually stopped recognizing the treaty.

Content  of  Minority  Treaty (חוזה המיעוטים)
1. Give civil rights to all minorities.
2. Freedom of Religion.
3. Cultural autonomy
4.Respect of minorities religion and culture


Czechoslovakia­ was created in 1918 with the break­up of Austro­ Hungarian empire.  It is made up of many minorities ­ German, Ukrainian, Hungarian etc. The Cheks were tolerant of their minorities but the
German and Hungarian minorities didn’t abide. Antor Aroosh ­ Hungarian leader. He fought to get areas where Hungarians live to move next to Hungary so they could be part of Hungary. Before WW2, a million Chekzs were transferred under Hungarian Rule.

The Treaty  of  Lausanne on July 24, 1923, ended the war. They exchanged population. 1.5 million Greeks were transferred from Turkey to Greece.  600,000 Turks were moved from Greece to Turkey.  It was mainly Greek orthodox Christians with some muslims and Jews.  They we supposed to keep minority rights but didn't.  They tried to assimilate the minorities.  They made everyone keep one religion and did not let others celebrate their own religions and holiday.

The Changes of the Legal Status of the Jews in central and western Europe
Emancipation - equal rights for Jews
During the 19th century, the Jews received equal rights in Western and Central Europe.
For example in France, Germany, England, Austria and more.
Introduction: France­1st. The French that were apposed said that the jew is a nation, not a religion and he won’t consider himself French. Those who were for, said it will help them integrate and if they didn’t get  emancipation it would be against the french revolution. Jews got title­ Citizens of the religion of Moses.
The Status of the Jews during the reign of Napoleon
Napoleon tested  the Jews loyalty by asking what would happen if Jewish/French law, clashed. the Jews said they consider the French brothers. Napoleon gathered a Sanhedrin to declare French law over Jewish law. They didn’t want to annoy Napoleon so they wrote “ they’ll consider French law’” For example, in marriage, it will only be legal when they get married in French law. Another example is that during war, a Jewish soldier doesn’t have to keep Halacha. Napoleon accepted and the Jews were considered equal. Two things showed that the Jews were treated equally.
 1. Rabbis were given a salary same as Priests. 2. The Jews didn’t have to take an oath of loyalty to France.
The spread of emancipation to the rest of the European Countries
Napoleon spread emancipation by conquering and sharing ideas of equality. In Holland, 1796 and Belgium,
1831. There were few Jews so no one apposed. Jews got to live in England in 1655 but had to make oath to Christianity. eventually, they didn’t have to. The Jews could attend college, work in any job, and vote for the parliament.
Emancipation in Central Europe
In Prussia, Jews got emancipation, But once area was Napolean free, rights were revoked. There was revolutions and Jews got emancipation but lost it. Jews got emancipation in new countries. In Hungary, Italy, Germany and Switzerland, By 1874, most of the Central and western European Jews got emancipation.
The status of the Jews in Eastern Europe
Countries weren’t democratic so Jews didn’t have emancipation. The Berlin congress was an international conference to deal with the new states created in Eastern Europe (Bulgaria, Serbia, Romania). They decided countries are only independent if they give their citizens emancipation. Bulgaria and Serbia gave emancipation to their citizens, but Romania refused. Eventually, Romania gave emancipation to some of all their citizens .But Jews in Russia didn't have emancipation.  
Importance of the Berlin congress
They made Emancipation a basic principle to be modern. Russia was an undeveloped and didn’t have emancipation, so the Jews suffered. They lived under the pale settlement, and had 1m Jews, highest concentration in Europe.  The Russians distracted citizens with Anti Semitism. The czar Nicholai wanted them to assimilate so he made them go to the Russian schools and not learn Judaism. 
He was murdered and the Jews were blamed. This caused ‘storms in the negev’ The Jews in Russia only got equal rights in 1917 with the revolution.

The Jewish enlightenment
Most Jews didn't learn secular studies, Only torah. They worked and didn’t have time. The Jews were exposed to the enlightenment and they wanted to prove that Jews can contribute. 
Development of Jewish enlightenment
1­ Started studying secular subjects.
2­ Publishing secular studies essays
3­ Created institutions of study that integrated Jewish studies with enlightenment.
4­ Adopting modern life: dressed modernly, spoke the general language.
Enlighten group of Berlin
They’d chill with the Germans trying to be modern, enlighten Judaism and develop Jewish culture. This group was the most influential of enlightenment. They influence the study of Hebrew not Yiddish. Moses Mendelson was one of the heads of this group. He was religious who was an intellectual.
Thing they did:
Magazine called "Hamasef" that was mainly in Hebrew. Yitzchak Ichel was the editor. Topics they dealt with were the bible Talmud science. This symbolized the transition.
Moses Mendelson 1729­1786
•he was the most famous Jew in the Berlin group
•was born to a traditional Jewish family
•his father was a sopher stam
•he moved to Berlin at 14 because his rabbi moved their and  he wanted to study
•was considered a great intellectual even upon the Gentiles
•he adopted the European way of dress but was religious
•he was an example of a Proud Jew who managed to integrate into German culture

Principles that guided Moses Mendelson
­Natural religion:
Believe that the source of morality differentiates good and bad and you must respect God
­Religious tolerance by Limiting the power of religious leaders and being tolerant to Christianity.
­Jews shouldn’t leave their religion while integrating.
The actions of Moshe Mendelson to integrate enlightenment to Jews:
1­ Published community of morality. He tried to recruit Jewish supporters to value Jewish enlightenment. They told the Jews to use concepts of nature with Judaism. They spoke about musar.
2­ in 1780 a translation of bereshit into German and published it in a Hebrew magazine.  He translated the rest of the the Torah in a book called sefer nitivot shalom. The commentary was based off traditional Judaism. It was in German, Not Yiddish, (lowly language). Also help them learn German. Rabbis were against it, the rabbis thought it would draw people away from Judaism.
Social improvements
The enlightened Jews thought that the Jewish integration was only up to the Jews and the gentiles would accept them .They wanted to keep Jewish identity. They decided, in order to integrate, They should behave, speak, dress like the people in their country.
Difference  of  Western  and  Eastern  Europe  Enlightenment
Western European ­ integrate the Jews into society and Christian economy. Reformed fit Judaism to fit modern time.
The Jews learned   their countries language. Translated holy books and changed their life to integrate.
Eastern Europe ­ Wanted to show the uniqueness of Judaism. They studied Hebrew and Jewish history. And Torah stayed central.

Chatam Sofer ­ Ultra Orthodox
Moshe Sofer, Rabbi at Pressburg, got his name when he wrote the book "Chidoshi Chatam Sofer".He was against Reforms. Jews were being like goyim so he decided any change will threaten judaism.
The principles that guided the Chatham sofer.
1. Anything new is assur from the Torah. חדש אסור מן התורה	
2. All tradition is Halacha
3. The halacha is according to the Shulchan Aruch.
4. Torah comes before secular studies.
5. He encouraged his students to move to Israel.
6. In general he was opposed to the emancipation.
The Neo Orthodox
More positive toward enlightenment, were educated but still kept torah.
Rav Shimshon Rafael Hirsch. 1808­1888 was the leader of the neo-orthodox.

Hirsch’s actions implementing his beliefs.
1. Writing the book "horav"
 Gave reasons for mizvot, helped youth and anyone apposed.2
3. Found schools with secular studies for boys and girls "Tora aim darch arez" 
4. Found the newspaper: "Yoshoron" Observing mizvot and modernization.
5. Reanimating Jewish studies: Teach youth original outlook of tanach.
Jewish Nationalism
The causes for the rise in Jewish nationalism.
1. The rise of European nationalism: Nations got states. We wanted one too.
2. Emancipation
3. Modern anti Semitism
4. Jewish enlightenment
5. The yearning for Zion

Emancipation: giving rights caused Jewish nationalism for three reasons. A. Brought new hatred in form of envy, Racial theory and rejection.
B. We had the right to demand a state.
C. Emancipation caused assimilation which put Judaism in danger. 
Modern anti Semitism. Anti semites tried persuading governments that jews weren’t human and must be killed. They used Darwin’s theory. In ancient times, we were hated because of our existence once Christianity popularized. The term anti Semitism was coined by a journalist in 1879 .This anti Semitism proved to many Jews that the emancipation failed and that the only solution is to create their own state.

Expressions of anti Semitism in central and western Europe
It was verbal. there were anti semitic political parties, the Christian socialist worker party. Newspapers, “Free speech” and books, Wilhelm mar wrote about the racial war between germans and Jews, were made. there was a Jewish shoemaker accused of killing Christian girls and sentenced to death but got off, jail for life. A shochet was accused of killing a kid but let off from lack of evidence. The dreyfus affair was the most popular for 2 reasons. a) Failure of emancipation, assimilated Jew accused of treachery, when they knew who the real traitor was. b) Made fake trial to put him in jail.
Hatred of Jews in Russia
Expulsion of the Jews from Moscow
Thirty thousand Jews were expelled from Moscow. Pogroms that the government didn’t stop. Since the Jews in Russia did not have emancipation, it was allowed.
Pogroms
1) The storm of the negev The Czar Nicholai was killed and Jews were blamed.
2) Kishinev:Christian's body was found the Jews were blamed. there were a lot of attacks, 45 died 600 wounded and 1500 houses destroyed. Jews made defense group that was crushed by the Russians.
Reaction of the Jews to the anti Semitism in Russia: Immigration to America and Israel. Some stayed. 
Reaction of the Western European Jews. Stayed and hoped for the best.

Roots of the modern Zionist movement
There are three stages in the modern Zionist movement.
1. Emissaries of Zion
2. Lovers of Zion
3. Herzl Zionist movement
Emissaries of Zion:מבשרי הציונות 
 People in modern times who spoke about return and took action.
❖ Rav Yehudah alkalai 1798­1874.
❖ Rav zvi kalisher 1795­1784.
❖ Moses Hess 1812­1873.
Rav Elkaly wrote a book called "Minchat Yehuda" about settling the land. The Jews need to get a license from the ottomans and gather Jewish leaders to return. 
Rav kalisher in 1871 he published a book called Drishat Zion.He wanted the Jews to  make Aliyah, make agricultural settlement and start bringing sacrifices. He got donations and Jews in politics. Wrote letters to Rothschild. .
Moshe Hess wrote a book called time and Jerusalem 1862. He was influenced by the Italian nationalism. He believed in Socialism.
What all three agreed on
That all Jews must return to Israel as part of the Geola tivit. גאולה טבעית
 That Jews don't need to wait for the Messiah to return to Israel and only after they will settle in Israel the Messiah will come.      גאולה ניסית                  
 And Jews should return to productive work.
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חובבי ציון
Lovers of Zion  
After the emissaries,  Zionist movements were created in Russia. There was no leader. They all had one goal of Aliya.
Unification of all the unions­­Katovitch
Yehuda Leb Pinsker (1821­1891), an assimilated Jew. He saw anti semitism is in Russia to stay. He wrote auto emancipation and spoke about “judephobia” . The jews need to help themselves and make a state. He made a convention. R’ Moliver was the deputy head, shows religious backing. 
the Decisions the convention
1.Return to Israel, Agricultural work.
2. One union
3. Convince the Russians to give them license to work.
4. Send committee to see conditions of Israel.
The importance of the katovich convention
First time there was a “return” convention. Beginning of the Zionist movement. Got Rothschild support.
Difficulties that the Zionist faced
1. didn't raise enough money to buy land
2.  Eastern Europeans rather go to America
3. arguments between the secular and religious. They tried to compromise, but it didn't work.
4. Didn’t have license so they worked underground.
5. They had a problem with leadership. Couldn’t agree on a new leader.
What the convention accomplished
1. They created the infrastructure for the future Jewish state. They made the first aliyah agriculture
 Settlements.
2. It created a Rise in Jewish nationalism.
3. They managed to recruit influential people to the idea of Zionism.

Herzl and the Zionist movement 
[image: ]Herzl (1860­1904). was an assimilated Austrian. He was a journalist who covered the Dryfus affair and saw how emancipation failed. The only solution is a jewish state. He took a few steps.
 He wrote “the state of the Jews” .  The western European Jews didn’t care about Herzl ideas because they only had verbal abuse. 
 Herzl solution was to create a state, had stages:
1. Get international recognition.
2. Make union to deal with immigration. 
3. Made the Zionist congress, in Switzerland to prove they weren’t crazy. All Zionists invited.
He spoke about Zionism being a return to Judaism, international recognition and a mass Aliya
Accomplishments of the conference 1. Basil plan. 2. Zionist movement.
Basil plan.
Plan of creating a state. a Jewish homeland, homeland emphasized to not antagonize the Ottoms.
Steps the movement took to make a state
1. Work the land, brings people. Develop Israel by inhabiting it with Jewish farm workers and artisans.
2. Keeping all Jews under the movement, or local organizations.
3. Increase national Jewish feeling
4. Diplomatic activities and negotiations in order to achieve the Zionist goal.
Zionist movement
Charged every member. Decisions were made Democratically.

The Early Activities of the Zionist movement
Post Bazel conference the Zionist movement spread throughout Europe and was accepted by
 Chovevay zion.
Herzel and his diplomatic activities
After the congress, Herzel tried getting a charter. He went to the Germans alleys of the Turks. The tzar Willheim agreed but then didn’t. Herzel told the Turks they’ll better the economy. The Turks didn't agree to give the jews a charter on Israel. Herzel was depressed until the British approached him and said they’ll help. The British offered Uganda and Herzl rejected it until kishnif massacre, so he accepted it  as a temporary solution. Chovevay Zion rejected Uganda. They sent a committee to see if it’s livable to find out that  its not. That year 1904 Herzel dead.

Streams throughout the Zionist movement
1. Political Zionism
2. Practical Zionism
  3. Religious Zionism
Political: leader was Herzl­ Need international recognition to make a state. That’s the reason they tried to get a charter. They said jews cant move to Israel without a charter.
Practical : The leaders were Chovevay Zion. Jewish state is made by setting facts and not waiting for permission. They believed in making Aliya.
      Religious: There was a caucus that thought they shouldn’t just try to make a Jewish state but focus on education and culture. They wanted to make a secular jewish  state. The religious jews in the Zionist movement rejected this because they wanted Jewish religious education  in the Israeli state. They made the  Mizrachi party against the caucus, to make sure there is religion in the Zionist movement.  
    Rav  Raynes led the Mizrachi. He believed in secular, religious studies. He was originally against the Zionist movement getting involved with education. He thought  The Zionist movement was to save the Jews.  He thought a man should stay the same after Aliya. The Mizrachi made their own stream.
Philosophy of religious Zionist
Zionism is not a contraction to religion but it complements religious and works together with religion because living in Israel is a vital part of being Jewish.

The Jewish community living in the four holy cities of Jerusalem, Hebron, Tiberias and Safed was given the nickname "Old Yishuv"  by the First Aliya.
The old Yishuv preserved an Orthodox way of life and studied Torah. The old Yishuv was composed of Sephardi Jews and Ashkenazi Jews who came to Israel for religious reasons.
Beginning in the middle of the 19th century the Old Yishuv started some changes and began to become more modern. In Jerusalem some Jews left the walls of the Old City and began to build new neighborhoods outside of the old city  like "Mishkenot Sha'ananim".
הישוב החדש
The new Yishuv is Jews who immigrated to Israel in the years 1882-1914 with First Aliya and Second Aliya. They came to Israel for a national reason and wanted to work the land and develop the land for Jewish agricultural settlement.
The new settlement began to renew Hebrew as a spoken language, established agricultural settlements like Rishon Letzion and established the city of Tel Aviv
The religious character of the Yishuv
Because of the differences between the old Yishuv and the new settlement, there were tense relations between them, which were expressed in the polemics = argument, about keeping the shemita.
פולמוס שמיטה
In 1889 there was a Sabbatical year. A dilemma arose in the Yishuv as if the moshavot should observe the mitzvah of shemita and not work the land for a year or continue to work the land so as not to harm agricultural-based moshavot.
The solution was "Heter Mechirah" so that the land was sold to the Arabs, and the moshavim could continue to work the land (as the "sale of chametz" does on Pesach).
Some of the old Yishuv (the Ashkenazi rabbis) objected to this solution and forbade working the land despite the "Heter Mechirah".
The new settlement appointed Rabbi Kook to rule on problems created in the country following the development of the new settlement.
Arav Avraham Yitzchak Yaakov kook
Born in Latvia in 1865. Studied in volozhin Yeshiva. Before he made Aliya he was the rabbis in two cities. He becomes the rabbi of Jaffa and the moshavot. He tried making a secular/ religious compromise to make a state. He made tachkemoni school in Jaffa with secular and religious studies. He went to Switzerland for a meeting but the war stranded him. He became rabbi of London, then of Jerusalem. He created the yeshiva “Marcaz Harave.

­very conservative, but for advancement.
­loved Israel, process of Gaulla.
­he saw the aliyot as a return to naturle gaulla. 
­he saw nationalism as a way to preserving the religion and not contradictory. That is why you can't separate the Zionist movement and the Torah.
­in the heart of every secular pioneer there is a light of God.
Rabbi Kook's attitude towards the pioneers - Rabbi Kook appreciated the settlement and the dedication of the pioneers to build the land and saw them as an important link in the process of redemption. He claimed that there was a spark in them that they did not even know. But he was disturbed by the fact that they were cut off from religion and was therefore very sorry. He tried to bring the pioneers closer in a pleasant way (not in boycotts as was customary in those days) so he made the voyge of rabbis.
Voyage of the rabbis
 This journey, which was joined by four Orthodox rabbis, lasted four weeks in the new settlements of Samaria and the Galilee. 
Purpose of the voyage
1.   To check the status of Shmirat Shabbat
2.   Check the Jewish education in the yishuvim
3.   Check level of land bound deeds.
4.   Tried improving the religious level
In some yishuvim the voyage increased Jewish education. Some yishuvim were completely secular but the visit still inspired the settlers. Rav Kook tried bringing them to religion gently.
The Balfour Declaration

On November 2, 1917, Britain published the Balfour Declaration signed by the British foreign minister, lord Balfour. The declaration expressed its readiness to assist the Zionist movement in establishing a national home for the Jewish people in Palestine
The content
Creation of a Jewish homeland while respecting the non Jews in Israel and oversees Jews. This was an accomplishment because the British took the Zionists under their wing, The Zionist movement was recognized as the official representatives to this cause. 

The importance
1.   Recognized Jews as a nation that needs a homeland.
2.   Gave the Zionist movement prestige, officially recognized.

The mandate in Israel
In July 1922, the League of Nations entrusted Great Britain with mandate for Palestine. Recognizing "the historical connection of the Jewish people with Palestine," Great Britain was called upon to facilitate the establishment of a Jewish national home in -Eretz Israe .The mandate was based on a document called the Mandate Document. It discussed the responsibilities toward Palestine by the British. 
The Britsh had to fulfill the Balfour Declaration as long as they didn’t hurt the civil and religious rights of the Arabs in Palestine.

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 הפועל המזרחי
 During the 3rd Aliyah many young religious socialists made aliyah. They tried to join Mizrachi (a religious capitalist leaning form of Zionism) but the Mizrachi didn’t accept them because of their different views.  The Mizrachi view was to built cites and focus on religious life and education and the 3rd Aliyah religious people believed in working the land and going to  agricultural settlement like kibbutz and moshav.
  They then tried to fit in with the secular people we  came in the 3rd Aliyah and were socialists and made the Histadrut (an organization that was made  to look out for the interests of Jewish workers)   but they were too anti-religious. Finally they realized they had to create their own movement which they called Ha’Poel Ha’Mizrachi. (they took the word hapoel from the ideal of being jewish workers and the word  hamizrachi to show they are religious. 

The Poel Mizrachi’s goals 

To have Jews working the land without anyone taking advantage of them and at the same time to live Jewish Torah lives. They fulfilled this by;
Creating Hebrew labor wherever they could-
Creating workers groups (unions) and groups to build new settlements-
-Having professional training courses in agriculture
-Creating kosher  soup kitchens and housing for workers
-Teaching about Judaism, general culture, and Hebrew

Ha’Mered Ha’Kadosh המרד הקדוש
 the revolt was the idea of religious socialists of hapoel hamizrachi  going against the Diaspora’s way of life. In the Diaspora the Jews lived off trade and other professions not involving creating. The revolutionaries believed that in Israel jews should be  going back to productive jobs like working the land and doing agriculture work. 

Torah Viavoda תורה ועבודה
The religious socialist believed that work was the way of the Torah as it says Ki Shesheth Yamim Ta’avod… Work will purify the workers life. The Diaspora destroyed the idealness of work. It was looked down upon compared to learning Torah but they are doing both working the land and keeping the   mitzvoth. By doing agriculture they are doing mitzvoth you can only do in Israel like shmita . So doing torah and avoda is the right way of life.

Basis for the Socialist Ideology Ha’Poel Ha’Mizrachi-socialism claims there should be no economic differences between people. The Poel Mizrachi claimed there is also religious justification for socialism. First of all the idea equality exists in the Torah because we were all created by God equal. In Judaism we believe that everything belongs to God and there is no such thing as private property (this is such a stretch from reality). In Judaism one is not allowed to take advantage of the weak but to help them and therefore an employer has to be kind to his employee.

Types of Settlements Created by Poel Mizrachi 
Two types of socialist settlements existed in Poel Mizrachi  they were the  religious Kibbutz and the religious  Moshav. The preferred settlement by them was the Moshav because it gave some privacy but with socialist values.
What was the main idea of Hapoel Hamizrachi, give an example for settlement that shows this idea?
Answer: The main idea was to combine between  torah and avoda  
.תורה ועבודה 
They built new settlement that are based on being  religious socialists such as kibbuz and moshav where they worked the land and did together agriculture and also lived full religious jewish lives .examples: 
קיבוץ טירת צבי ומושב כפר-פינס. 



The Rise of Palestinian Arab Nationalism                                                   

From the beginning of the Jewish Aliyah and the creation of the Zionist movement tension started developing between the Jews and Arabs on the basis of territorial disputes. Once the British Mandate was established the tension grew more extreme and became a political dispute. The Arabs were hoping for the creation of a Hashemite Kingdom, also known as Greater Syria (the kingdom included the lands of Syria, Lebanon, Jordan, and Palestine).
	The British had promised to help create the Hashemite Kingdom in the Malcolm Letter while at the same time they had promised the Jews to help create a National Jewish Homeland in Palestine through the Balfour Declaration. This caused great tension and conflict between Jews and Arabs, Politically and physically.

The Causes for the Palestinian Arab Nationalism (you need to knew two reasons) 
· The Breakdown of the Ottoman Empire after WWI made the Arabs hopeful for an independent state according to Wilsons 14 Points
· The Malcolm Letter
· The Balfour Declaration- this had gotten the Arabs upset
· The realization that there would never be a Hashemite Kingdom made the Arabs hope for at least an independent state in Palestine

Palestinian Arab Ideology- It was composed of two major topics, the Arabs right to Palestine and that the Jews don’t have a right to it. The Arabs said they had a right to Palestine because;
· The Arabs have always been in Palestine while the Jews have not been
· The Population of Palestine is mostly Arabic
· were obligated by the Malcolm Letter to give them a State

The Demands of the Arabs to the British- they wanted the British to make sure that Aliyah was stopped and that the Balfour Declaration should be canceled. They also demanded that the Jews will  not be allowed to buy land and for the help to create an Arab state in Palestine.

Causes for the Riots of 1929  מאורעות תרפט (learn well two reasons)
· The 4th Aliyah- the Arabs were upset that the Jewish Yishuv was growing and strengthening, and it was threatening to them because they saw the creation of a Jewish state becoming a reality
· The Dispute at the Western Wall- on the eve of Yom Kippur, September 1928 the Jews placed a Michitzah at the Kotel. The Arabs called over the British claiming the Jews were disturbing the status quo because according to Ottoman law, Jews were not allowed to bring chairs and Michitzot to the Kotel. The tensions between the Arabs and Jews increased and the Arabs started antagonizing the Jews in order to get the Jews to escalate the conflict. The Arabs held loud ceremonies near the Kotel to disturb Jews and they also built houses near it. On Ti’Sha Bi’Av August 1929 the Jewish members of Beitar demonstrated at the Kotel with flags and shouted out chants like “the Kotel is ours.” The Arabs reacted by demonstrating and Haj Amin El Husaini (the  Mufti  the Arabs leader) handed out propaganda to the Arabs, calling for the defense of the Temple Mount to stop the Jews from building their temple there.
· The British Commissioner, appointed in 1928, Sir John Chancellor was anti-Semitic. He had reservations toward the Balfour Declaration and a Jewish homeland. He said the declaration was bad for British interests and that the British should retract the Balfour Declaration. 
· Most clerks in the British Mandate were on holiday in Britain during the summer, which made it easier for the Arabs to riot. 
· Haj Amin El Husaini focused all incitement on religious issues to make the conflict more radical. 
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The riots started on August 23, 1929 and went on until the 29th of August. The rioting was all over Palestine but the greatest conflicts took place in the mixed cities of the old Yishuv. The Mufti told all the Arab farmers from Judea and Samaria to get to Jerusalem to defend the Mosque. The Arabs would stab Jews just walking by and tried to break into the new city of Jerusalem but were unsuccessful due to the bravery of the Haganah. 
The biggest tragedy took place in Chevron because the Jews living there thought they were safe because they had gotten along with the Arabs there until then. The Jews were defenseless and thousands of Arabs swarmed in attacked the  Jews living there, killing 59 Jews and robbing them. The British police then took the Jewish survivors out of Chevron until everything cooled down. 
In Tzvat, 18 Jews were murdered and 80 Jews were wounded. The British brought all the Jews there to the Police Station until everything settled down. The Jews in Tel Aviv were able to push back the rioters, thanks to the Haganah. The British police then asked the members of the Haganah that fought to leave the Yishuv because it is the British’s job to protect. After all,133 Jews were murdered, 300 were wounded, and lots of property was damaged. 

The Results of the Riots
Jews: The Jews in the Diaspora were shocked and created a fund called Keren Ezra Li’Yisrael in order to rebuild the Jewish Yishuv. The Jews in Palestine reorganized the Haganah,. The Haganah grew and training improved. They started buying weapons from Italy and Belgium, and created their own weapons, like hand grenades. They improved communication around the country and set up intelligence units to spy on the Arabs.
Arabs: the Arabs, after the riots, turned the issue into a religious one which led it to become a worldwide Arab problem. Haj Amen El Husseini was able to change the whole outlook on the problem into a religious one and he became a Muslim leader around the world.
The British decided on a new policy to try and stop the rioting. They put many Arabs on trial and sent another committee called the Shaw Committee, in September 1929, to investigate the riots and prevent more. In March 1930, the committee handed in its conclusions. They concluded that;
· The cause for the riots was Arab hatred toward Jews and the fact that they did not fulfill their goal of creating a Hashemite kingdom
· The Arabs rioted because of Jewish Aliyah and Jews buying land in Palestine
The Committee recommended some ideas to fix the problems, that were written in the White book.

The Passfield Paper- the Second White Paper  was published the 2nd White Paper in October 1930. It contained the following;
· A legislative council must be created which would have representatives according to the population (the Arabs were the majority at the time)
· Jewish Aliyah would be restricted according to the economic situation of the Jews and Arabs. The Arabs can’t make a living because of the Jews
· All selling of land to Jews would stop until Arab agriculture would grow and even after that Jews could only buy land after getting permission from the British
The significance and result of the Paper put all development of a Jewish homeland on hold and the anti-Zionist became the unofficially official policy of the British.

The Reactions toward the Second White Paper- The Jews reacted with demonstrations organized by their national institutions. The Jewish Agency publish statistics and figures that disproved the committees theories and actually proved that the Arab situation had improved since the Jews started pouring in. Chaim Weitzman, who was the head of the Zionist movement, resigned and accused the British of treachery and he apologized for supporting the British all this time. British, pro-Zionist, politicians and journalists attacked the anti-Zionist policy and said Britain was not fulfilling its commitments and it is an international embarrassment.

The MacDonald Letter- MacDonald was the Prime Minister at the time. He, as a result of negative reactions, appointed a new committee which would negotiate with the Jews. At the end of the negotiations he sent a letter to Weitzman stating:
· Britain is committed to the Mandate and the Jewish Nation, and not just the Jews in Palestine but Jews around the world
· Britain will continue to build a National Jewish homeland according to the document of the Mandate decided on in the League of Nations
· Jewish Aliyah would not be restricted but Jews making Aliyah would need to get permission certificates first
· Selling of land to Jews will be allowed but the British would inspect the transactions in order to avoid damaging Arab agriculture
The MacDonald letter cancelled the 2nd White Paper and reinforced British commitment toward a Jewish Homeland. It allowed a continuation of cooperation between the British and the Jews (which resulted in the 5th Aliyah). The letter also troubled the Arabs and made them upset and after few more years they started again
The Causes for the 1936-1939 Riots
· The Fifth Aliyah- the Aliyah doubled the Jewish population in Palestine and solidified the fact that a Jewish state would be created. The settlements developed and the economy strengthened
· The weakening of Britain in the international arena. Britain lost its power and prestige as the fascist powers in Italy and Germany (Mussolini and Hitler) came into being. As a result of the Fascists rise to power the Arabs lost respect and fear of the British and started trying to create good connections with Hitler. As a result of this the British tried to appease the Arabs so they would stay on their side and not side with Hitler. The British knew the Jews would never side with Hitler and would never revolt against them so they took advantage of this fact by ignoring them and appeasing the Arabs instead.
· The British giving independence to Jordan, Syria, and Lebanon
· The strengthening totalitarian governments in Europe. The British were hesitant in dealing strongly with Germany as it rebuilt itself. The Arabs interpreted this as a sign of British weakness
· The Istaklal (an Arab political party) which wanted the abolishment of the Balfour Declaration and the end of the British Mandate as well as Aliyah.

Lead up to the Riots of 1936-1939 מאורעות תרצו-תרצט 
The first part of the riots was an Arabs strike. In April, 1936 the Supreme Arab Committee was created headed by Husseini. The group had representatives of all Arabs in Palestine. The committee called for the strike in order to ruin the economic situation in Palestine. The strikers demands were;
· To put a complete stop on Jews from buying land 
· To stop Jewish Aliyah
· To create a national government to be responsible for the population of Palestine
The Arabs wanted to destroy the Jewish economy which was very dependent on Arab labor ( on farms and in ports like Jaffa). The strike lasted 175 days and the committee tried its hardest to help the Arabs who went on strike and had no source of income. Jaffa port was closed which stemmed the flow of Olim and overseas trade.
	The strike finally ended due to:
· There was a split in the Arab community. Most Arabs didn’t want to strike but were forced to, so they weren’t motivated
· The farmers and shopkeepers who were striking had no source of income
· The Jewish economy strengthened because they were forced to be independent and build their own port in Tel Aviv
The Riots of 1936-1939- While the strike was going on, the Arabs terrorized the Yishuvim. The Arabs living in mixed cities would shoot Jews and planted car bombs. They would set fields on fire and ripped trees from the ground. They attacked cars on highways with rocks and planted mines on railway tracks.
	The Arabs in Palestine acquired weapons and warriors from surrounding Arab countries. A Syrian officer, named Fawzi Al-Qawuqji, headed a force of volunteers from Syria and Iraq and helped turn the Arab gangs into a more organized and disciplined fighting force.
	The Arabs started attacking the British as well in order to pressure the British to change their pro-Zionist policy and accept their demands. The Supreme Arab Committee called for a civil rebellion against the British by not paying taxes or cooperating with them. The Arabs attacked the Iraq oil pipeline that led to Haifa and set it on fire. They attacked British officers like Lewy Anders. They also attacked police stations and army camps. 

The Breakup of the Arab Rebellion- the rebellion ended after sis month. The Arabs finally put an end to the riots because of the internal struggle. The economic situation for the Arbas in the aftermath of the riots was much worse off and the Jews didn’t need them as much anymore. the Etzel  used terrorist attacks on Arabs like bombing markets. They justified their actions by saying terrorism for terrorism. The Haganah just wanted to defend the Yishuv. They created new units and they used a new defense system.
	The British didn’t react at first but when they saw the Arab violence, they broke up the Supreme Arab Committee and sent them to Damascus. They also kicked the Mufti out he fled to other Arab countries and strengthened his ties with Hitler. The British brought in more units and put Palestine under martial law. They destroyed houses and ruined agriculture, while putting Arabs in military courts. They killed anyone with weapons or suspected of murder. They also captured Qawuqji’s gang.
What was the different between the riots in 1929 and the riots in 1936?
1. The riots in 1936 were also against the British because the Arabs wanted to put a lot of pressure on the British after they cancelled the 2nd White Paper.
2. The riots in 1936 were not only violent but also included a strike in order to ruin the Jews  economic situation.
3.   The Arabs in 1936 had an organized leadership.
On the other hand the Jews were more organized to cope with the Arabs and the Haganah become a national organization spread out in more places. 



The Results of the 1936-1939 Riots- The British created the Peal Committee after the Arab strike. The committee, led by Lord Peal, headed for Palestine in November, 1936 to investigate the causes for the riots. The committee listened to representatives of both the Arabs and the Jews. The Jews said the problem was Jewish Aliyah and the Jews buying land. They also said they need an independent state in Palestine. The Jews said that Palestine is the only looked at as Jewish land and they should be allowed to create an independent state there. Weitzman said the Jewish problem is that they have nowhere to go but a state here would solve this problem. 
The committee concluded that the Jews and Arabs could never get along and that the British Mandate didn’t help but made things worse. They recommended:
-The Mandate must be broken up
-A two state solution with the British having a 3rd small piece. The Jews would have land from Be’er Tuvia to Rosh Ha’Nikra in the North and the Galil and Emek Yisrael and Bet She’an. This added up to only 20% of Palestine. The Arabs would get the Negev, and Yehudah Vi’Shomron, which is 75% of the country. They would also be attached to Jordan. The British would get Jerusalem and a path to Jaffa so they have access to the port.
The two states would be set up gradually with a transition period where the Mandate would freeze all plans for a Jewish homeland ( buying land and Aliyah)
Economic unity between Arabs and Jews. They should have the same currency and the Jews would help support the Arab economy
The committee said this division plan was good for the Arabs because they won’t have to fear a Jewish takeover and their holy sites would be protected by the British. The committed said the plan was also good for the Jews because the Jews would gain independence and could have as many Jews make Aliyah as they want.

Reactions to the Division Plan- the British government accepted the plan in the summer of 1937. They saw the plan as a compromise. The Arabs were against it because they didn’t want ¾ of the land but all of it and they didn’t want to recognize a Jewish state. In September, 1937 a worldwide Arab meeting was held and they concluded that the British would have decide either the Arabs or the Jews, no compromise. They British must choose Arabs or they would look for German friendship. Some Jews accepted the plan saying its better than nothing (pro- Weitzman, Ben-Gurion). Those Jews against the plan were the Revisionists, Mizrahi, 
	The Jews were pro the plan reasoned:
It’s the basis for the future state and later on they could expand
They could have Aliyah without limit 
This would lead to peace between the Arabs and Jews
Those against the plan reasoned:
It’s a breach of the Balfour Declaration and Mandate Document
It’s not realistic for millions of Jews to live in such a small area
It’s militarily impossible land to defend because the Arabs would have the heights
Accepting the plan would acknowledge that the rest of the land was negotiable
It damages the historical right the Jews have to holy sites
At the end the British decided not to do the Division Plan.
The Arabs went on with the riots until 1939.

The Third White Paper- The MacDonald White Paper- Published in May, 1939, it was named for the Minister of Colonies, MacDonald. The content of the paper was:
A Palestinian State will be established within ten years. The Government of the state would be proportionate to the Jewish and Arabic population at the time (resulting that the Arabs would have a majority in the Government). Until the state was created the British would rule in Palestine
Jewish Aliyah would be restricted to 75,000 for the first five years and afterwards they would have to get Arab permission to make Aliyah
Jews would not be allowed to buy land in certain areas at all while in other places they would be restricted in buying and only the British High Commissioner could give permission in those areas.

The Meaning of the White Paper  
- This would result in the end of the idea of an independent Jewish state because the Jews would always be a minority in the government and Aliyah would basically be nonexistent and buying land near impossible. From the British point of view, they would have fulfilled the deal in the Balfour Declaration because they created a Jewish homeland where many Jews would be living in Palestine.


The Reactions to the White Paper
	The Arabs were very happy while the Jews were felt betrayed. The Jews went on a general strike and had massive demonstrations in Tel Aviv, Haifa, and Jerusalem. They also created 50 more settlements through the Wall and Tower system. They started illegally immigrating to Palestine with the help of Mossad Aliyah (a Haganah secret organization that helped bring Jews into Palestine). The Etzel started attacking British compounds.
The Reasons for the British Anti-Zionist Policies- The British didn’t believe there was a solution to the Arab Jewish conflict so they decided to do what was best for the British, which was to appease the Arabs. The British were afraid that if they didn’t appease them then the Arabs would make a deal with the Nazis (something the Jews would never do). Also there was a lot of pressure from the surrounding Arab states on the British to make Palestine an independent Arab state. There was also an increase in Arab nationalism which the British feared would cause terrorism. The Jews were also losing their influence in the world and political debates.
The Jewish Reaction to the 1936-1939 Riots- they reacted in three areas; Security, Economy, and Settlements. In the area of security the Yishuv created many new developments in their defensive strategy.  During the 1929 riots the leaders of the Yishuv decided to make the Haganah a countrywide organization.
	In 1931 a group broke off from the Haganah and created a new military group, called the Irgun Bet. In 1936 part of the break off group went back to the Haganah and the remainder started over calling their military group Etzel (Irgun Tzva’ei Le’Umi). The unique difference between the Haganah and the Etzel was that the Etzel, in addition to being on the defensive, believed in attacking.
	During the riots the Haganah decided it needed to change its strategy of defense only. They realized they had to go into the Arab bases and hit them there, outside the Yishuv. This move, called the Departure from the Fence (Yitzia Min Ha’Gader), surprised the Arabs who thought the Jews would be less aggressive. 
	In order to implement their new strategy, the Haganah decided to create a bunch of new units. These units were created without the consent of the British, making them illegal, so they had to stay underground. There were four such units, they were;
· The No’dadot (the Wanderers)- a small force of fighters, all born in Palestine, that fought outside the Yishuv, specifically at night in order to pre-empt Arab attacks. They would go into Arab villages and hide until the Arab fighters would start to leave and then they would ambush them. This group started out in the Jerusalem area but it grew and spread out and was very successful.
· The Plu’goat Ha’Sadeh (Field Units)- as the security issues grew a man named Yitzhak Sadeh was asked to create more units around the country. These units were created to protect the settlements that were attacked, by chasing the enemy and attacking them outside the Yishuv. .
	These units gave the Yishuv an independent force for defense that would not be dependent on the British and gave the Yishuv a strong backbone. It also signified the turning point of the Yishuv from a passive resistance to an active offensive resistance. In addition to the illegal units there were a few units that were created legally with the approval of the British. Once the British noticed that the Arabs were attacking them as well they decided to work with Jews to ease the load on the British forces. These legal units were;
· The Note’rote- a police force stationed in dangerous areas that protected the northern border, Jewish settlements, and Jewish convoys.
· The Mishteret Ha’Yishuvim Ha’Ivri’im ( The Police of the Hebrew Yishuvs)- with an increase in the Note’rote the British agreed to combine all the Note’rote into one force. This took place in the beginning of 1939, where they were all combined into the Mishteret. They defended agricultural settlements and more.
· The Plu’goat Ha’Ly’la Ha’Mi’yuchadote (The Special Night Forces)- it was headed by a British officer, Charles Wingate, who was very committed to the Yishuv and the implementation of the Balfour Declaration. The units were trained in the skills of ambush, defense, hand to hand combat, and night fighting. Eventually Wingate was forced to leave Palestine due to his blatant pro-Zionist views.
	The importance of having these units was that the Jews got great military training and it increased morale and security in the Yishuv. As a result of all these offensive units a moral question was brought up in the Yishuv of whether the Jews should be attacking Arabs. This was called The Havlagah (to abstain). The reasons against going on the offensive were: (learn two well)
· Because it’s not moral and it’s against Judaism that innocent people could be put in harm’s way and killed
· Self-defense is correct because then innocents are not killed (except your innocent)
· If we attack it would escalate the violence and conflict with the Arabs 
· By not attacking the British will like us more for not being like the Arabs who were attacking (Ben Gurion gave this reason).



	
	The reasons for going on the offensive were;(mostly by the Etzel)
· By attacking it is self-defense because we must retaliate for Arab terrorism to deter more Arab terrorism. wounded
· To restore national pride and so that the Jews wouldn’t only feel like victims
· Only in this way the Jews would prove they were in control of Palestine, not the Arabs
· Israel will only be won with blood and we must fight for our country
	The reaction of the Jews to the Arab riots through Settlements was:
Purchasing of land- because of the strike many Arabs became very poor and decided to sell their land to the Jews to make money despite threats from the Arab leadership, thus the Jews were able to buy land and strengthen the Jewish settlements in the west of Galil, Beit Sha’an, and in the south of Palestine which created territorial continuity.
Choma U’Migdal-Wall and Tower
In order to create new settlements the Jews used this method since it was the only legal way to create new settlements. The Haganah led this operation and proved that they could recruit 100’s of Jews to do the operations. What was the reasons for חומה ומגדל?
	The benefits and reasons for building settlements was that it set the borders for the future Jewish state; wherever there was a settlement it meant that that territory would be part of the new state. It also created better and security and communication between different settlements, as there were more settlements now in closer proximity to others.
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      The Holocaust השואה 
The Holocaust was a series of acts of genocide , committed during World War II by Nazi Germany , led by Adolf Hitler , and their purpose was the systematic extermination of the entire Jewish people .
The Nazi Ideology there is five principles to the Nazi Ideology.(you must knew two) 1) Racial Theory is the theory that the human race is divided into different sub-races and there is a hierarchy in humanity, and this is part of nature. The highest races are those that are strongest, smartest, and have the best genes for survival. These biological traits cannot change. There are three types of races, they are;
· The creators of cultures- this is the highest level of races. The Germans said the Aryan race (Germanic people) is in this category and that it is responsible for all good things created in society.
· The carriers of culture- these races don’t create things but they work hard and should serve the higher races (the Slovaks- Eastern European nations)
· The destroyers of culture- these races are those that can’t create but destroy and live off others work. They are like parasites and leaches (the Jews)
	In this theory the Jews have no place in society and must be eliminated because they pose a threat to the Aryan Race. They are trying to take over the world through deception and blending in with other societies.
2) Mirchav Mich’ia Lebensraum -Living Space- the Nazis believed they needed to expand and acquire more land outside Germany’s borders. They said they needed more living space, agricultural space, natural resources, and human resources since they were the master race. The Nazis believed in eastern expansion toward Eastern Europe where there were great resources and Slavic’s (human resources to use as slaves)
3) Shil’tone Yitzarim Mi’al Shil’tone Ratian’ali-The Rule of Instinct over the Rule of Rationality- the Nazis believed that man is a wild being and therefor man should live according to his instincts and not his rational. They believed religion of all kinds (especially Judaism) brought the ideas of morality and equality, which are bad because it holds the person back from his natural tendencies and instincts. The Nazis believed the laws of the jungle (survival of the fittest) should apply to humans and as such the Aryans, who are the strongest and most supreme race, should be allowed to fulfill their full potential by letting all their inclinations and desires to be fulfilled. The Nazis were in short, for violence and against feeling pity for the weak.
4) The Principle of Leadership, Nationalism, and the Denial of Democracy- according to the Nazi theory of the people must serve their country; there is no place for personal desires but the desire to serve your country. In this theory democracy is bad because democracy allows other ideas to exist, and that conflicts with the ideas of the Nazis. Only when everyone thinks and acts the same is the nation strong.
5) Anti-Semitism- the idea of anti-Semitism in Nazi ideology can be divided into two parts, the claims against the Jewish individual and the clams against the Jewish religion. The claims against the Jewish individual are;
· The Jew as a person doesn’t create but is a parasite that lives off the creations of other races (specifically the Aryan race), they are polar opposites of the Aryans who are natural creators
· Jews never really assimilate because they don’t want to. They pretend to as a tactic to take over the world (the Nazis proof of this is from the book; The Protocols of the Elders of Zion- a very anti-Semitic book)
· The Jews contaminate the blood of the Aryan race through inter-marriage
· Jews are socialists and are trying to bring the principle of equality to the world (socialism does bring equality, but it takes away liberty in order to reach this goal), which is poison to the Aryan race.
The claims against the Jewish religion are;
· Judaism brought morality to the world- morality makes a person weak because it makes them pity the weak instead of destroying them
· Judaism brought conscience to the world- a person with a conscience is bad because it means he is thinking for himself which goes against the Nazi principle of leadership, where one follows the leader blindly

The Principle of the Nazis Against the German Jews Between 1933-1939
Soon after Hitler came to power in Germany, he started implementing his policies toward the Jews with the help of the Nazi party. There were three stages to the Nazi policy toward the Jews in Germany in  the years 1933-1939. They are;
1) Anti-Jewish propaganda and the expulsion of Jews from education, culture, and government- the Nazis understood that the presence of Jews in these areas was contradictory to Nazi ideology and therefore they immediately took action to kick the Jews out of these fields
-Yom Ha’Cherem-Day of excommunication, on the 1st of April, 1933 the Nazis decided to organize a boycott on all Jewish businesses in Germany. the Nazis were starting to feel pressure from the people to fulfill their promises and take care of the Jewish problem The goal of this was to destroy the Jewish economy and to intimidate them into leaving Germany. The boycott ended after one day due to pressure from within and outside of Germany.
 -Another incident took place on April 7, 1933 after the Jews had been kicked out of  public service (April 4), the first anti-Jewish law was passed. The law was called the Law for Restoring Public Service. The law stated that non-Aryans are not allowed into public service. The purpose of the law was to isolate the Jews from Aryan society. 
-Another incident took place on May 10, 1933. Massive bonfires were set up in Berlin and thousands of Jewish books were burned.
In September of 1933 Jews were kicked out of public schools and cultural life (museums, theatres, music) in Germany

2)Social and Economic Isolation of the Jews (1935-1936)
. During this stage, the Nazis concentrated their activities against the Jews through legislation, namely the Nuremburg Laws. The Nuremburg Laws were passed on September 15 1935 and they were as follows:
· The Law for the Protection of German Blood and Honor- this law forbade mixed marriages between Aryans and non-Aryans as well as forbidding Aryan women under the age of 45 from working for Jewish families, because it might lead to relationships.
· The Law of the Citizenship of the Reich- this law stated that only Germans with pure-German blood have full citizenship and that only Aryans would be protected by the law. This was basically the de-emancipation of the Jews. This law also determined who was a Jew. If one had 4, 3, or 2 Jewish grandparents then they are considered 1st degree Jewish, if one had 1 Jewish grandparent then they are considered 2nd degree Jewish.
	These laws were the turning point in Nazi policy toward the Jews. The laws gave the legal basis for isolating the Jews and eventually killing them. In 1936 there was a break in the anti-Jewish policies because of the hosting of the Olympics and the stabilization of the German government.
3) Outright Terror (1937-1939)- in 1937 the legislation continued against the Jews but in 1938 a big turning point occurred in the relationship of the Germans toward the Jews. It started off with legislation like; 
· All Jews had to add either Sarah or Israel (I think she meant Abraham) to their names
· All Jews had to put “J” on their identity cards
· Jews couldn’t own dogs- animals can’t own animals
· Jews couldn’t swim in public pools- it might contaminate the water
	In 1938, Anschluss (the unification of Germany and Austria) takes place. This was a fulfillment of the Lebensraum principle. The Anschluss was a very important event as it was the first public breaking of the Treaty of Versailles. The annexation of Austria went smoothly; the Austrian people greeted Hitler with open arms. Once this took place and the Germans saw no international reaction, they felt emboldened that they could do whatever they wanted to the Jews. 

Zubestein expulsion 
On October 10, 1938 the Germans expelled 17,000 Jews from the 3rd Reich that had Polish citizenship. This was known as the Zubestein expulsion. The Polish didn’t want the Jews either so the Jews were stuck in a town called Zubestein. A child named Herschel Grynszpan (Greenspan) wanted to get revenge for this (his parents were exiled) and he entered the German Embassy in Paris and shot an embassy official named Ernst vom Rath. The Germans were looking for an excuse to terrorize the Jews even more, and this gave them one.

Kristallnacht- Night of the Crystals- between the nights of November 9-10, 1938 groups of Nazi soldiers and other barbarians robbed, pillaged, and destroyed Jewish homes, shops, and synagogues. The result was 900 synagogues were destroyed, 7000 shops were vandalized, 30,000 Jews were sent to concentration camps, and 91 Jews were murdered in cold-blood. Glass from shattered windows was all over the streets, which is how this event got its name. 

Post Kristallnacht- Hitler decided to fine the Jews for all the damage that occurred during Kristallnacht. The International reaction was shock (that’s reassuring). Franklin Delano Roosevelt (U.S. president) recalled his ambassador from Germany. The Jews of the 3rd Reich finally realized that there was no future for the Jews in Germany for them (it wasn’t just legislation but violence), but it was too late now.

The Significance of Kristallnacht
· The Jews had no future in Germany
· It was the first time in Germany that many of Jews were murdered
· It was the first time Jews were sent to concentration camps
· The Germans realized that if they wanted to deal with the Jewish problem they had to be more efficient and organized
	A few days after Kristallnacht on November 12, 1938 the Nazi government decided to once and for all deal with the Jewish problem and get them out of the economy completely. They did this by bankrupting the Jews and deciding that the fine to be paid for damages caused would be one billion Reich marks.

Why Was Kristallnacht executed in November of 1938?
· Because  Germany had established itself in the international arena and thought itself strong enough to implement their ideology toward the Jews
· Because the Nazis strengthened their government by getting rid of all opposition 
· The Anschluss and its easy success emboldened the Germans, also many Jews were living in Austria and the Jewish problem became bigger.

Office for dealing with the Jews of the Reich- the Central Authority for Immigration of Jews was set up on January 24, 1939 and was headed by Heydrich Reinhard while the manager was Adolf Eichmann. The purpose of this office was to encourage Jews to leave the Reich.

World  war II- on September 1, 1939 Germany invaded Poland; this went against the Munich Agreement. The British and French declared war on Germany as they had promised Poland if they were invaded. After three weeks Poland surrendered (they fought bravely but the Germans outnumbered them in men and power). The Russians did not get involved against Germany because of the Ribbentrop-Molotov Agreement of a Non-Aggression Pact. The Russians acquired the eastern half of Poland in accordance with the agreement. The central part of Poland, went under the General Government; a German military government, while the western half of Poland was incorporated into Germany itself. The General Government area was meant to be the place where they would send all the Jews. 
	The Russians then annexed the Baltic states (Lithuania, Latvia, Belarus…). During the first year of the war no fighting took place with the British and French. The French built up their Maginot Line on their Eastern Border (by Germany), thinking that if the Germans would attack they would go through there. On April 3, 1940 the Germans invaded Denmark and again in April they invaded Norway with the help of rebel fascist groups in Norway. During this time, Winston Churchill became the prime minister of England.
	On May 10, 1940 Germany attacked Belgium and Holland. After ten days Holland surrendered but Belgium was more difficult to take over and some British and French forces marched into Belgium to help in the fighting against Germany but after a couple of weeks Germany succeeded in taking over Belgium as well. After the fall of Belgium the Germans could now attack France from the North Eastern border which was neglected in defenses. The Germans invaded France and after three weeks France surrendered on June 14, 1940. France was then divided into two parts; A temporary French Collaborator government was set up in Vichy France (the bottom half of France) by General Philippe Petain. The Northern half was run by the Germans. General Charles De Gaulle set up a resistance movement called the Free French Army. Britain was now alone facing Germany. The Germans started a bombing blitz on England, specifically London, starting in June of 1940 and it went on for months.
The beginning in Poland - once WWII began and Germany had conquered Poland, the Germans acquired land that contained 3.25 million Jews. Heydrich Reinhard was the German commander in Poland and he wrote a letter, called the Lightning Letter (written on September 21, 1939), and sent it to all German commanders in Poland. The letter contained the details on how to deal with Jews in Poland, it went as follows:
· to resettle and concentrate Jews by railway junctions 
· Once resettled, set up a Judenrat (Jewish council) for the Jews. The purpose of which was to represent the Jews to the Nazis
· Aryanization of Jewish property
· Maintaining absolute secrecy about the actions towered the Jews
The Judenrat in the Ghettos- The Judenrat is the Jewish council of elders that the Germans demanded be set up in every ghetto. As a result of the Lightning Letter, sent to the commanders in Poland, which demanded the creation of ghettos in Poland, the Judenrat was created. The Germans wanted Judenrats because;
· It was a cover up for the Germans true intentions. It put on an appearance that the Jews were still in control of their own destiny, as long as they cooperated
· The Germans were not interested in dealing with everyday issues of running ghettos
· The Germans could use the Judenrat as hostages in order to fulfill their demands
The Judenrat was made up of:
· Jewish volunteers that thought they could help Jews
· Jews chosen by the community to represent them
· Jews chosen by the Germans (usually rich Jews or Rabbis)
	As it became clear that Jews were being sent to death camps, some Judenrats became less cooperative. The most famous Judenrat leaders were Adam Cherniakov (Warsaw Ghetto) and Chaim Rumkowski (Lodz Ghetto). Cherniakov was not cooperative and ended up committing suicide in order not to be a part of the murder of Jews. Rumkowski was more cooperative and tried to appease the Germans at all times.
The responsibilities of the Judenrat were:
· To represent the Jews
· To execute the instruction given to them by the Germans
· To maintain public order
· To give out food and public housing
· They had a Jewish police unit, in order to maintain order
· To gather the people demanded for to send to the death camps

The Final Solution
1) The First Stage- the Einsatzgruppen were units composed of S.S. officers, headed by Heinrich Himmler, set up specifically for Operation Barbarossa. They had three purposes, they were;
· To kill Jews 
· To incite the local populations to preform pogroms on Jews 
· To transfer the surviving Jews into ghettos
There were three methods used by the Einsatzgruppen to kill Jews, they were;
· Closing the Jews into ghettos, setting up a Judenrat, taking Jews out of the ghettos and shooting them (this method was used in the Vilna Ghetto. The Jews from Vilna were murdered in Punar by the Germans, with the help of Lithuanian collaborators. Thousands of Jews were marched to Punar; pits were pre-dug for the shootings. The Jews were shot into the pits and a layer of dirt was placed on top of them for the next group of unaware Jews. Around 60,000 Jews were murdered in cold blood through this method. This method was used mainly in Lithuania and the Baltic states
· They would use anti-tank pits to shoot Jews into. In these cases no ghettos were necessary, they just took the Jews straight to these pits and murdered them.  After the Germans would conquer an area, they would publish decrees that demanded all Jews to show up at a certain location, to be taken for forced labor. The demand included a threat that whoever didn’t show up would be executed. In the decree it mentioned that the Jews should bring some food (to hide the Germans true intentions). The Jews marched to the tank pits, lined up at the edges of the holes and were shot (Ex. In Kiev, Ukraine on September 28, 1941 the Jews were told to gather for relocation, were marched to Babi-Yar, a natural valley, where they were told to hand over all their property and clothing, and the Germans then proceeded to shoot them. Within 2 days 33,000 Jews were murdered. This was the biggest mass-killing in the shortest period than any other day in the Holocaust)
· Himmler wanted a “cleaner” more efficient way of killing Jews, so they came up with the gas truck method. Jews were placed in trucks. The Germans put the exhaust pipes inside the trucks, where the Jews were, they ran the motor which let out deadly fumes. Half of one million Jews were murdered in this slow and very painful way.
All these methods together add up to the death of 1.5 million innocent Jews. The Germans decided to stop using these methods because;
· It was a slow process and there were too many Jews
· It was very expensive
· Many soldiers were going crazy, as well as the locals
2) Stage 2- The Wannsee Conference- this conference took place on January 20, 1942, in a villa in Berlin, on a street called Wannsee. This conference was the first time there was documentation on the German plan for the systematic killing of the Jews. It is also the first time the words “The Final Solution” were used. Heydrich Reinhard, head of German security, decided to gather all the important officials of the German government and army, to a secret meeting, to discuss how to perfect the extermination of Jews, by improving the logistics and administration, as well as coordination between government bodies and army units that were involved in the extermination process. The main issues discussed in the conference were;
· A general overview of Nazi policy toward the Jews until 1941
· The announcement regarding the decision of the Final Solution- they were to move all Jews to Eastern Europe (Mainly Poland) and from there to the death camps
· A presentation of the exact number of Jews that existed in the countries that the Germans controlled and thought they would control soon, which the Germans planned to include in the Final Solution (Ex. They wrote that there were 330,000 Jews in England). They announced certain areas as Judenfrei (Estonia). A total of 11 million Jews were accounted for in their documents
· How to perform the Final Solution- they would move Jews to the east, they would comb Europe for Jews, transfer them by train to ghettos, and from the ghettos to the death camps
3) Stage 3- Death Camps- in December 1941, the Germans started building death camps. Originally they used trucks with gas and cyanide (Zyclon-B) only later did they use the gas chambers. They created 6 death camps in the General Government area of Poland (Chelmno, Belzec, Sobibor, Treblinka, Mydonic, and Auschwitz-Birkenau). When they decided to create these camps, they took into account that;
· The place would be isolated
· It would be close to railways
· It was as close to the eastern border of Poland as possible, because that’s where the majority of Jews were located
4) Stage 4- The Death Marches- toward the end of the war, as the Allies got closer to Germany; the Germans started evacuating Jews from the camps to the German homeland. The evacuations took place in the winter, and they were ill-prepared for it. Many Jews died on the marches. Any Jew that fell down was immediately shot. Around 60,000 Jews from Auschwitz were lead, on foot and then on trains. Around 20,000 of those Jews died along the way. The remainders were placed in camps, in Germany. As the Russians got closer, the speed of marches was sped up. Until the last days of the Reich, these marches took place. In total on these marches around 250,000 Jews died.

Summery- during the twelve years of the 3rd Reich, over 6 million Jews were murdered (of which 1.5 million were children). Of those 6 million, 1.5 million were murdered during Operation Einsatzgruppen, 3.5 million in gas chambers, and 1 million in ghettos and death marches.

Jewish Resistance in the Ghetto עמידה יהודית 
1) Hidden Resistance- the Nazis wanted to make the Jews act like animals, to dehumanize them. Therefore the most significant resistance to the Nazis was not killing Nazis but by keeping your dignity and humanity. If the Germans were trying to dehumanize Jews, the Jews would try their hardest to die like humans, not like animals in a slaughterhouse. 
	There was also a silent religious resistance, known as Kiddush Ha’Chaim (Sanctity of Life). Rav Nissenbaum coined this term and applied it to the Warsaw Ghetto. He said; “This is the hour of the sanctity of life, not to die on Kiddush Ha’Shem, before our enemies demanded our soul and therefore the Jews sacrificed their bodies on Kiddush Ha’Shem, but now the enemy demands our bodies, therefore it is the duty of every Jew to protect his body and not to die on Kiddush Ha’Shem.” Kiddush Ha’CHaim as a way of life in the Ghetto was as follows;
· The Jews kept testimonies in order to document the Holocaust, the most famous of which is Oneg Shabbat by historian Emanuel Ringelblum, who stored all the information he could collect in meat cans underground. This shows Kiddush ha’CHaim because the Jews were documenting for the future and not just living in the now, but preparing for the future.
· Preservation of Jewish identity- they created youth movements where Jewish history and Hebrew was taught. This brought many secular Jews closer to Judaism and Zionism
· Many self-help groups developed- everyone was starving in the ghettos but they still created soup kitchens for the weakest (Ex. ZTOS- a Jewish organization that got permission to work from the Nazis. They got permission from the Nazis because the organization worked with Joint, a foreign Zionist movement, which brought foreign money into Germany). there were also house committees (Ex.  In the Warsaw Ghetto each apartment complex had its own committee which dealt with the apartment family problems).
· They had underground presses- information was circulated in the Ghetto, keeping people updated on news around the world.
· The creation of Jewish and general schools- the Jews kept up education in spite of a Nazi ban on it
· They had cultural activities- theatres, Yiddish theatres, lectures, and music
· Many people that had chances of saving themselves decided to stay with the others and not leave them behind (Ex. Janusz Korczak, a Polish Jewish author, created an orphanage and was given a chance to escape. He decided not to run away but to stay with his orphans and he ended up dying with them in the gas chambers)
· The Jews, for the most part, insisted on keeping their conscience and staying humane (Ex. People would ask their Rabbis questions like; can I save my child at the expense of another child?)
	Before the mass killings of Jews began, the religious Jews suffered the most. The Rabbis said to do Kiddush Ha’Chaim, but also to stay alive as religious Jews and not just to break every Halachah. Kiddush Ha’CHaim as a religious way of life in the ghettos was as follows;
· There were questions like; can I hide my children in a church to survive?)
· Jews followed the Jewish calendar and holidays
· Many Jews wore Tiffilen, even under threat
· Many Jews ate Matza even though they had a Heter to eat Chametz on Pesach due to starvation


The Armed Resistance in the Ghettos during the Holocaust- these uprisings took form during the winter of 1942, when the Jews were made aware of the exterminations. The heads of these uprisings were usually from the youth movements. Not everyone in the ghettos agreed to rebellion, out of fear of German retribution. The youths took charge because they were the most organized and ideologically motivated. The youths did not have responsibility toward families so they could afford to act more freely, with less guilt of leaving others behind.
	There was a lack of weapons but the Jews were able to smuggle some basic firearms in, from contacts with the partisans and gentiles living outside the ghetto walls. Very few youth had proper training with these weapons but wanted to cause as much damage as possible. The leaders had to find the right time to rebel, to early and they won’t be ready or equipped enough, but too late and the Germans might wipe them out before they had the chance to fight back. 
	The Warsaw Ghetto Uprising was the biggest rebellion. In July 1942, the youth movements created the Jewish Warrior Organization (during the mass deportations to Treblinka)/ the commanders of the organization were Tzvi Lubidkin, Itzchak Zuckerman, Yosef Kaplan, and Mordechai Anelevitch. After the deportations, only 60,000 Jews remained of the original 360,000 Jews, so they decided to rebel before it got worse. The first stage of the rebellion was in January 1943; a selection was taking place and the plan was for no Jews to show up except for a few fighters. The fighters got into a brief fire-fight with the Germans and that is how the Warsaw Ghetto Uprising began (and all Jews agreed on rebelling).
	In April 1943 the Germans came in to destroy the ghetto but they were surprised to find it empty. Most of the residents were hiding underground. The Jewish fighters surprised the Germans, and the Germans were so shocked that they backed off, temporarily. The German general decided to burn down the ghetto. They went from house to house burning down everything, which forced the Jews to leave the bunkers which lead to their immediate death from German bullets. On May 8th the main bunker fell but fighting lasted for weeks and only ended on May 16th when the Germans burnt down the Warsaw Shul and every other building.
	This rebellion was the first Jewish, open rebellion in Europe. There were 750 actual fighters, with meager weapons that were able to hold off the Germans for four weeks and the Germans suffered many casualties.

Attempts of the Jewish Yishuv in Saving Jews in Europe
1) The Paratroopers- these were a small group of Jews that volunteered for the British army in an attempt to organize an uprising of Jews in Europe. The British trained them and briefed them. They trained in Alexandria, Egypt. Of those that volunteered, only 32 ended up jumping into Europe. 12 of the 32 jumpers were caught by the Germans; seven of those were immediately executed. The job of the jumpers was to contact the Jewish youth to organize a rebellion as well as gather information on the Nazis and the Jewish situation in Europe. They were also sent in to help save P.O.W.s and make contact with the partisans.
2) The Jewish Brigade- a group created in September 1943, in the British army. The British let the Jews create a separate Jewish unit. They were sent into Italy to train in 1944 (after the Allies had occupied Italy). They were sent to the front with two months left in the war. There were 1000s of Jews who volunteered to fight in the brigade.
3) Hapala-Illegal Immigration- there was an organization called Mossad Aliyah Bet (part of the Haganah), whose goal was to bring Jews into Palestine. They brought Jews in, mainly through the Black Sea and the Balkans. As a result of the White Paper Jews had to be snuck in illegally/
The Fights with the British in Israel During World War Two during the war the Yishuv had a dilemma how to deal with the British because they were fighting the same enemy the Nazis, but on the other hand the British made the third white book that limited Aliyah  , Ben Gurion said that we should fight the Nazis together with the British like there is no white book and fighit the white book like there is no war. The Yishuv decided to deal with  the British White Paper with non-violence (settlements, Aliyah), at the same to fight the Nazis as though there was no problem with the British.
 The Yishuv help the British in the following ways:
1) The Jewish Brigade- a Jewish unit in the British army that fought the Nazis 
2) Jewish solders fighting in the British army as volnters
3) The Paratroopers that were sent to gather information on the Nazis in Europe
What was the Jews interest in helping the British?
* the Jews wanted to fight and stop the Nazis and knew that with the British army they have a better chance.
          *the Nazis were going towards  conquering Israel so the British were allies in   stopping them.
           * the Jews wanted to get military experience 
*The Jews were hoping that if they help the British will cancel the White book after the war
Why was the Yishuv worried about helping the British army?
Because they thought it would weaken the Jewish forces in Israel and there won't be enough Jewish power in Israel to fight in case they need to fight the Arabs or the Nazis.


Yishuv fought the British in the following ways;
1) Through Illegal Immigration- during WWII, the 3rd White Paper was written, which limited Aliyah to 75,000 Jews over the course of 5 years. This motivated the Yishuv to find ways to sneak Jews in illegally. They sent people to Europe, to find Jews and save them. It was very difficult because the Nazis were looking for Jews all over Europe and to acquire a boat without being detected, let alone sailing in the sea without being detected by the British or Nazis, was near impossible. Still they managed to bring a few Jews in. there was an episode called A’sone Pit’ria-Patria Catastrophe- in Nov, 1940 three boats full with 3600 Jews were caught by the British. The Haganah decided to try and stop the British from turning the boats around. They placed a mine on one boat (with the intention of taking out its engines) to stop it from sailing away. The mine went off at the wrong time and many Jews died, but the remaining survivors were able to enter the land. 
	After this, in 1942, the Yishuv stopped trying to bring Jews in during the war (from Europe). They then decided to bring in Jews by land from Arab countries. The Mossad Aliyah Bet sent Shlee’chim-messengers to these countries to teach Jews Hebrew and how to fight. They managed to bring back around 3500 Jews from these countries. An example of this is the episode of Yaldei Tei’ran- the Children of Tehran- hundreds of orphans from Europe were brought to Tehran by the Yishuv
2) Through Underground Army Units- at the beginning of the war almost all the different underground units (including Etzel, but not Lechi) agreed to not attack the British, but to fight in non-violent ways. Since the Etzel did not attack. The Lechi was created which was extreme in wanting to attack the British (they even tried to contact the Nazis to work with them against the Britsh- this was before they knew about the mass-killings of Jews). The head of the Etzel was David Raziel, he wanted to cooperate with the British and was later killed in the war and Yaakov Meridor took over. In February, 1944 the Etzel went under the command of Menachem Begin, who decided that attacking the British was necessary. The Etzel attacked the British police stations as well as other things. The Lechi, headed by Yair Stern, looked at the British as the enemy.They broke into banks and stole money and assassinated British officials. They even killed Lord Moyne who was head of the British policy in the Middle East. The Haganah mainly built Yishuvim and helped people make Aliyah.
3) Making new settlements in Gush Etzion: in1943 the Keren-Kimet bought the land in Gush Etzion and four new yishovim were established like :Kfar Etzion. This settlements were the only ones between Jerusalem and Ber-Sheva and were protecting Jerusalem from the south. This area was important to the  Jewish tradition and had security importance.
Examples for Bagrut questions: What were the three undergrounds , give two actions for each of them doing  World War Two
Answer: Underground units in the Yishuv were: 
1) Haganah- they helped the British army fight the Nazis and focused mostly on helping Jews making Aliyah and building new settlements (Yishuvim)
2)  Etzel- until 1944 they helped the British fight , but in 1944 they realized that the British are not changing their lows against Aliya so their leader Menachem Begin, decided that attacking the British was necessary. He proclaimed a revolt against the British and the Etzel started attacking British police stations and attacks on the British government institutions.
3) Lechi- they made a separate unit from the Etzel in 1940 because the saw the British as the real enemy. They broke into banks and stole money and assassinated British officials. They even killed Lord Moyne who was head of the British policy in the Middle East.
British Policy After WWII- after the Holocaust, the British Labor Party won the election in England (they had said, during the war, that the Jews needed their own state). This didn’t matter because they changed their minds. The Foreign Minister, Ernest Bevin, gave a speech in November, 1945 that espoused anti-Zionist talk: 
· The Holocaust was a European problem, therefore a solution must be found in Europe, not in Palestine by the British
· Any solution must incorporate the Arabs- if a solution in Palestine did happen, it must include the Arabs
· Until a solution is found only 1500 Jews, per month, should be allowed to get certificates to make Aliyah
· There should be a joint-committee set up by the British and Americans to investigate the situation of the survivors and to recommend solutions for it
The meaning of the Speech was that it was clear that the British wanted the Mandate to continue and were going to ignore the Jewish contribution during the war as well as ignoring the Holocaust. The reasons for the sudden switch in British policy are;
· The Arab countries had Neft (oil, petrol)- the British didn’t want to upset them because they wanted their oil
· The British came out of the war weak and wanted to rehabilitate their status in the world- therefore giving Palestine to the Jews would not show the British as a strong power
· The Cold War- Britain believed that having a base in the Middle East was strategically sound for them
Any boat that was caught by the British was sent to Cyprus. The British used the Emergency Laws to destroy the underground units. They put many in jail and executed a few fighters. The British confiscated weapons (Ex. Black Saturday- the British went into the Yishuv’s and tore everything apart, looking for weapons and also arrested many of the Jewish fighters).

The Reaction of the Jewish Yishuv to the British Policy- the Yishuv reacted at first with;
1) Aliyah- the purpose of Aliyah was to help relocate survivors and to strengthen the Jewish population in Palestine. The difficulties in making Aliyah were on how to get the Jews into Palestine without the British stopping them. They also needed money to buy boats and the British had put a blockade on the shore of Palestine. 
An Episode that influenced world opinion- The Exodus- a boat bought in the United States which had 45,000 refugees loaded onto it. The Mossad Aliyah Bet managed to smuggle the boat out of Italy and into France. The French told them they couldn’t leave the port in France, but the boat left anyways. As soon as the boat left, the British sent warships to follow the boat all the way to Palestine. The British, in Palestine, boarded the boat and a fight broke out. The British fired and 300 Jews were wounded. Then the Jews were loaded onto 3 different boats and was sent back to France. The Jews refused to get off in France and the British threatened to send them to Germany. After 3 weeks the Jews were sent to Germany and placed in refugee camps. This episode made the British look bad and helped the Jews gain favor in the world’s eyes.
  They helped bring Jews from Arab countries too because they were suffering  and the Yishuv wanted to bring here Jews from many places to show the British this is the land for all Jews. The Jews from Arab countries came by boats' by walking through the borders from closer countries and by plane (from Iraq)  
2) Settlements- they set up settlements throughout the country in order to help establish the future borders of the Jewish state. Examples of illegal settlements are;
· In 1946 the Haganah decided to set up eleven different settlements overnight. On October 6, Motzei Yom Kippur the settlements were established using the Wall and Tower method (Ex. Kfar Da’rome and Beh’airot Yitzchak). This was the biggest operation done at one time. These settlements were all set up in the Negev area.
3) Tinuat HaMeri Haivri-The Hebrew Rebellion- this was a military reaction to the British Policy. In October, 1945 the Yishuv, all the underground units, agreed to work together and fight the British. They decided to work together and fight because:
· Of the anti-Zionist policy of the Labor government
· The Jews thought that they were ready and strong enough to fight
· The Holocaust showed that the Jews needed to have their own state and need to be able to defend themselves

	The Lechi, Etzel, and Haganah united under a joint command called the Va’adat Ha’X (the X Committee). The command had representatives from each underground unit. Their goal was to attack British military targets and to show the British that the Jews can fight and that the British should get rid of the White Paper. 
Actions of Tinuat HaMeri HiIvri: (you need to learn two well!)
	1) On October 9, 1945. They broke into a prison in Atlit that was holding, mainly illegal immigrants. They cut open the fences and managed to free 200 Jewish prisoners. They then dispersed them among the Yishuv and helped them blend in so as to avoid the British finding them.
	2) Leil Harakevet-Night of the Train. This took place on November 1, 1945. They blew up train tracks in 200 different locations, including the junction at Lod. This was done by 50 Palmach soldiers.
	3) Leil Hagesherim-Night of the Bridges. In 1946 they blew up ten bridges that connected Palestine to the neighboring countries. On one bridge, the mine went off prematurely and 13 Palmach members were killed by the explosion.
The British reacted to this by raiding the Yishuvim, in what is now called Black Sabbath (look back for details). The Hebrew Rebellion reacted by blowing up the King David Hotel. The hotel was the administrative center of the British in Palestine and it also contained the documents that the British had confiscated during the Black Sabbath. Seven Etzel members hid explosives in milk jugs and smuggled them into the hotel. Begin said that they had pre-warned the hotel it would happen, while the British claimed the call had never happened. At 12:37 on July 27, 1946 the hotel blew up and 100 people were killed.
 The reasons why the Tinuat Ha Mered Haivri ended are because:
· The Black Sabbath
· The incident at the King David Hotel- many in the Yishuv were not happy with how far the violence went
· There was a meeting in Paris by the Jewish Agency. Weitzman said he would quit unless the violence ended and in the meeting they agreed that the Aliyah and settlements would continue
· The underground units didn’t trust each other so they broke up their joint activities
How did the underground units reacted to the British policy after the Tinuat Ha Mered Haivri ended?
    Haganah focused on making Aliyah and building new settlements  and Lechi and  Etzel fought the Biritsh by and attacking  the British government institutions and  they broke into Haco  prison and sent the prisoners free.

The Fight for Israel in the International Area
1) The Anglo-American Investigative Committee- After Bevin’s speech, the committee was set up to find a solution for the problem. This committee was not just looking at the Palestine issue but also at the survivors and how to deal with them. It recognized that a Jewish state in Palestine could be a possible solution and the committee concluded that;
· There is no solution for the Jews of Europe
· The White Paper is illegal and is unethical
· Regarding Aliyah, they said that 100,000 Jews should be allowed in immediately and then the British should ease up on Aliyah afterwards by allowing more Jews in at a time and that the neighboring Arab countries should help Aliyah (Ex. By allowing Jews living in their countries to leave)
· The immediate eradication of the law in the 3rd White Paper that states: the Arabs should be consulted before allowing Aliyah
This shows that United States did not like the White Paper. President Truman was happy with the committee’s recommendations. The Arabs rejected it and went on strike. The Jews were happy with the Aliyah part but were upset that the committee failed to mention anything regarding a possible Jewish State. The British were upset and said that if the conditions are to be fulfilled, certain things need to be met first: 
· The Americans will take responsibility in helping the British implant these plans
· The underground units must be dismantled
· The Jews and Arabs must turn in all weapons
2) The British decision to transfer the problem to the United Nations- the British were sick of dealing with the issues going on in Palestine so they turned it over to the U.N. to decide on what to do. They transferred responsibility because:
· All solutions that they tried had failed
· They were hoping the U.N. would decide to allow for the Mandate to continue
· The Mandate was meant to end according to the League of Nations, and the U.N. was meant to evaluate whether to keep it
· The British people were not happy with the cost in money and British lives that was paid to keep Palestine under their control
· Worldwide  pressure to end the Mandate
The Jews reacted with ambivalence. On the one hand they were happy that the British would not decide their future anymore but on the other hand now they had to persuade multiple nations to agree to the creation of a Jewish state. The U.N. then decided to send a committee to Palestine to find their own solution. This committee was called the U.N. Special Committee on Palestine. The committee recommended to end the British mandate and to let the locals govern themselves. They said that there should be a partition, with Jerusalem as an International city.
	In September 1947, the U.N. decided to make a new committee to look into what to do, based on the previous committee. The committee decided on a partition plan which gave the Arabs the vast majority of the land. The U.N. then put it up for a vote on November 29, 1947. Before the vote took place a USSR representative, Graminko, gave a speech in favor of creating a state for the Jews. The Russians were interested in having the Partition Plan implemented because they were interested in getting the British out of the Middle East (The Cold War) and because they believed that since the Jews in Israeli were inclined toward socialism, they would support the USSR in the Cold War.
	The Vote went as follows; 33 states were for the plan, 13 against, and 10 abstained. The U.N. declared the Mandate over and it ended, officially, on May 15.
And there should be two states in Israel a Jewish state and an Arab state.
 The reactions to the vote were:
· The Jews were happy
· The British were upset and decided to not help in any way, in implementing the plan (Ex. They left without transferring the government to anyone, leaving a void in rule). They also said that the White Paper will not be revoked until the day the Mandate is dismantled
· The Arabs rejected the plan and November 30, 1947 they attacked the JEWs, thus started the War for Independence
The War for Independence- a summery; the war went downhill for the Jews, until Tochnit Daled. They had been on the defensive until then. Tochnit Daled was around March 1948 and it turned the war around for the Jews, as they went on the offensive. The war continued to go well for them until the Declaration of Independence, which was signed on May 14, 1948. After the signing, the surrounding Arab countries joined in the war against the Jews. The war is divided into two parts;
1) Part 1- November 29, 1947 (the day the U,N. declared the Jews will get a state until May 15, 1948-the day the British Mandate was over this part of the war was between the Arabs living in Palestine and the Jews (each side had volunteers from outside). The goal of the Arabs at this stage was to stop the implementation of the Partition Plan. The Arabs had a few advantages, they were;
· They had greater numbers of soldiers and volunteers from outside the country
· They controlled the roads, since they had the high grounds
· They got some help from the British
· They got weapons from the nearby Arab countries
· They had an advantage in the mixed cities (Jafo, Jerusalem)

	The Jews at this stage just wanted to hold onto what they were given in the Partition Plan (they had been given land between Beit Shi’an and Metulah, between the Coastal Plain from a little above Haifa and Reh’chovot, and between Reh’hovot and the Egyptian, Sinai border). The Jews only had 56,850 soldiers, with few volunteers from overseas. The settlements were insolated and the units were not united (very unorganized). The units were ill-equipped and short on ammunition.
	The British at this stage had 100,000 troops in Palestine. They were hoping for a situation where the Jews would come running back to them for protection and a reinstatement of the Mandate.
	The Arabs tactics at first were: they put a siege on Jerusalem, Haifa, and Tel Aviv. They also tried to cut off the Negev from the rest of the country. Up until Miv’tza Nachson (Operation Nachshon), which was during Tochnit Daled, the Arabs came very close to winning the War. 	The War had started on November 30, 1947 when the Arabs attacked a busload of Jews, killing 5. The Jews then organized themselves into a defense and made a policy of no retreat (because any ground given up would mean it wouldn’t be part of the future state). They set up a defense in every Yishuv and the Palmach defended the roads. The Jews choose defense as their strategy because they were weak. The policy of defense led to many disasters.It resulted in ambushes, on convoys, on the roads and the loss of Gush Etzion.
	During this time, Jerusalem was under siege. It had a population of 165,000 (of which 100,000 were Jews, 35,000 Muslims). The Jews tried to defend the low roads leading to Jerusalem, so as to keep supplies flowing into the Jews inside, while also trying to defend the Jews living in the mixed parts of Jerusalem. The difficulties of defending Jerusalem were;
· It was isolated and surrounded by Arab villages
· Communication was poor so the neighborhoods of Jerusalem were isolated from each other
· The Arab gangs tightened the siege and ambushed the convoys constantly
· The Jews had a lack of water and food
· The Jewish Quarter was isolated and the 2000 Jews there only had 150 fighters defending them
The Jerusalem Jews got around some of the difficulties by;
· They rationed food and water
· The head of the military in Jerusalem, Dov Yosef, gave orders to clear water holes so that they could fill up (rain water)
· The Yishuv sent convoys to Jerusalem, Palmach units defended these convoys. Once the Arab ambushes got serious the Jews started only sending armored vehicles (the most famous convoy was the Hadassah Convoy. On April 13, 1948 a convoy of 100 Jews, including doctors, with medication and supplies, was ambushed and 77 of them were killed)
During this stage, the Gush Etzion episode took place. Gush Etzion was established right next to Kfar Etzion, Ein Tzurim, and a few other settlements. The purpose was to have settlements near each other for support. Gush Etzion, and the places in that area, had not been included in the Partition Plan. They were under siege from the beginning of the war. There were convoys sent to Gush Etzion (Ex. A convoy called Nebi Daniel, reached Gush Etzion, dropped off its supplies. They were on their way back when 1000’s of Arabs ambushed them and the fight lasted for 30 hours. The fighting ended when the British came in and helped the surviving Jews get out. 20 Jews had been killed and 40 were wounded, they had to leave behind all their weapons). Still the Jews did not want to evacuate the Gush. One day before the declaration of independence, the Jordanians attacked the Gush and Jews had to surrender (the Jordanians slaughter all the men, after they had surrendered). The Women and children were evacuated by the Red Cross before the battle took place.
	Tochnit Daled changed the direction of the war. A plan was developed by the Yishuv, to go on the offensive. The purpose of the plan was to take control of the areas given to them in the Partition Plan and any center of Jews outside the Partition Plan (Ex. Ba’eir Tuvia) and to prepare the forces against a possible invasion after the announcement of independence by the Jews. (at the day the British Mandate end)
	The Jews were going to implement the plan by taking over any place the British were occupying (once they left). They were going to cut off the roads that the Arabs used and secure roads that were vital for the Negev and the use of ports. The Jews also were going to try and take control of the mixed cities. With this plan, the Jews hoped to establish territorial continuity. 
	Mivtza Nachshon- on April 1, 1948. Ben-Gurion decided that there will be a change in the way the Jews were fighting the war. He was afraid that the U.N. would back off of the Partition Plan after the losses that the Yishuv had sustained until then (1200 dead). They decided to move from a defense to an offensive strategy, The first step in Tochnit Daled was Mivtza Nachshon. This operation took place on April 5-14, 1948 and its purpose was to break open the way to Jerusalem (which was under siege). The Jews sent 1,500, well equipped, fighters to Kastel, where a fight broke out. This battle resulted in three convoys being able to enter Jerusalem. This battle was the first time the Jews attacked in a huge force, against the Arabs. Eventually the road was reclosed and fighting continued, to keep it open. During the operation, the Arab commander of the KAstel was killed (Abd al-Qadir al-Husayni), the success of the operation encouraged other Jewish forces to retake the places the British had abandoned.
	
Why was Tochnit Daled a turning point of the first part of the war?
	Tochnit Daled turned the war around for the Jews and put them on top temporarily. As a result of Tochnit Daled, the local Arab leadership fell apart and the Arab population started fleeing The Arabs lost control of many cities and roads, and the Jews now had most of the land promised to them in the Partition Plan, giving them territorial continuity. 
	While the war was going on, the Jews were fighting a political battle for the declaration of a state. The British were planning on leaving Palestine on May 15, 1948. On March 23rd the Jewish Agency and Va’ad Ha’Leumi declared they were going to prepare for the Declaration of Independence. They established the two temporary governing bodies: the Minhelet Ha’Am Ha’Zmanit and the Mo’edet Ha’Am Ha’Zmanit. During the meeting of the Minhelet (Executive Branch), they discussed whether to declare a state or not. The reasons for a state were:
· It’s a one-time opportunity for the Jews to create a state now
· Someone had to fill the political void the British would create once they leave
· It will give Jews the ability to govern themselves with unlimited Aliyah and a legal defense force
· It will make the Partition Plan official and undisputed
The reasons against the creation of a state were:
· The neighboring Arab countries would join the war and will wipe the Jews out
· The creation of a state would go against what the U.S. wants (they wanted a ceasefire)
· The Jews would be massacred once they lose the war
On May 14, 1948, during the afternoon (Erev Shabbat), the political bodies gathered in the museum of Sderot Rothschild and Ben-Gurion read the Declaration (he was the head of the Minhelet). Rav Fishman said Birchat Shehechianu and they ended with the singing of Ha’tikvah..
	The creation of Tzahal- during the war, the three underground units got together to form Tzahal. Tzahal was created by the temporary government. On May 31, 1948 the government published an order of the day for the establishment of Tzahal. In this Order it stated: Tzahal has official state status and will be the only official army of Israel. Arrangements were made for Lechi and Etzel to give up their weapons and join Tzahal.
[bookmark: _Hlk413391127]2) Part 2- May 15, 1948- July 20 1949 (the date of the ceasefire with the Arab states)- after Israel declared independence, the Arab nations decided to destroy the Jewish people. They would invade Israel from every direction, to show support for the Arabs in Israel. On May 15, 1948 five Arab armies invaded (Syria, Lebanon, Iraq, Jordan, and Egypt). The purpose of the invasion was to destroy Israel- a foreign entity in a sea of Arabs is unacceptable also the Arab leaders wanted to distract their people from the real problems in their countries. 
	The Arabs plan was made up by the different countries and approved by the Arab League of Nations. The plan had three major parts, they were:
· Syrian and Lebanese forces would march south toward Nazareth and Tzvat
· Iraqi and Jordanian forces would march from the West Bank to Affulah and Nazareth and should wait once they get there
· The Egyptian Army would march north from the Sinai
	The Yishuv, at this point, went back to their strategy of defense and holding onto what they controlled, since it would be impossible to attack while all these armies were invading. The Jews had major disadvantages, they were:
· The Arabs had Air superiority
· The Arabs now had big guns (artillery and tanks) 
· The Arabs outnumbered the Jews in men and weapons (tanks). 
	The Jordanians had tried to take the modern part of Jerusalem, but that failed so they turned to the Old City. Of the 1,700 Jews in the Old City, few were young men who could fight. They had 50 fighters and the Palmach tried to get in, but failed. After 6 days, on May 26, the Jews had lost most of the Old City and had a tiny piece left. They decided to surrender and the Rabbis came out with White Flags and they negotiated surrender on May 28. The terms of surrender were:
· To give up all weapons
· All able-bodied men must become P.O.W.s and the rest would be sent to U.N. representatives, unless they wanted to stay under Jordanian rule (the able-bodied men totaled 32 so the Jordanian leaders added sick, old, and young to the list, making it 300 P.O.W.s)
The Jewish Quarter was looted and destroyed. The Arab Legion had a lot of success, all the way up to the 1st ceasefire. They had conquered the Gush, Nebi Ya’akov, neighborhoods north of Jerusalem, and much more. Eventually Tzahal was able to get the Jordanians out of Kibbutz Ramat Rachel. The New City of Jerusalem was constantly bombarded and Tzahal tried to help, by bringing supplies in. the Battle for Latrun took place at this point. Tzahal made 3 attempts on Latrun, but failed and the way to Jerusalem remained closed. The failure to take Latrun led Tzahal to try and find a new way to Jerusalem. They took the Arab villages near Sha’ar Gai and made a path called Derech Burma. This opened up a way to Jerusalem, to bring supplies in. 
Example for a question: What is the different between the two parts of the war?
The first part was between the Jews three underground units and the  local Arabs with some volunteers from Arabs countries and the British were still here being pro-Arabs .
In the seconed part of the war Israel was founded and Tzahal united the Israel  warriors and by the Arabs side the Arabs country were fighting with the local Arabs Armistice Agreements
The agreements between Israel and the other Arab countries meant that the war is over. The Armistice Agreements were made between Israel and Egypt.
The agreement was that all the Negave is included in Israeli territory but 
Gaza Strip remains in the area of ​​Egypt.
The armistice agreements with Lebanon was an  agreement on the international border in Rosh Hanikra. The route of the "Green Line" , which was Israel's border until the Six Day War , formally established in these agreements. The Ceasefire agreements canceled  the Arab state that was to be established by the UN partition proposal.



The Six Days War 1967
Relations between Israel and its neighbors had never fully normalized following the 1948 Arab-Israeli War, and in the period leading up to June 1967 tensions became dangerously heightened. The three Arab states: Jordan, Egypt Syria created an alliance against Israel.
The cause of tension with Egypt:
1. The removal of the  U.N  forces from the Egyptian border.
2. Egyptian army concentrations in the Sinai
3. A bilateral protection covenant  between Egypt  and  Syria
The cause of tension with Syria:
1.  Firing on villages in the Upper Galilee.
2. Diverting the Jordan River water 
The cause of tension with Jordan
1. Terrorist activities of the PLO that led to retaliation of Israel
Because of this reasons Israel had to fight this three states: Egypt, Syria and Jordan. 
The war  began  on 5/6/67 when  the IDF   surprisingly bombed the air forces of Egypt and Syria. Most of the Egyptian air force on the ground was destroyed and   Sinai was occupied entirely by the IDF  which reached the banks of the Suez Canal.
The Jordanians attacked West Jerusalem, and in response  the IDF occupied East Jerusalem (which was controlled by Jordan) and the West Bank within 3 days.On the fifth day  the Israeli forces finally broke their way to the top of the Golan Heights and the next day captured  all of the Golan from the Syrians.
The results of the war
The Jordanian front : The eastern part of Jerusalem was occupied and Jerusalem was united under Israel. All the west bank was taken by Israel .
On the Egyptian front: Sini was occupied and the Gaza strip.
On the Syrian front:  The Golan captured by  Israel .
The area of the state of Israel was tripled. The fast victory caused a surge in national pride for Jews everywhere. Israel was now perceived as a strong country with safe borders.
Nevertheless, the war results sparked the beginning of the argument between Israel and the Palestinians about Judea and Samaria. New settlements were erected in these new areas, causing controversy in the Israeli society.

An example of a bagrut question: describe two ways expressing the arab struggle against Israel prior to the six days war?
1. The Egyptians removed the  U.N  forces from the Egyptian border.
2. Syria Diverted the Jordan River water and started firing on Israeli vallies.
3.  A bilateral protection covenant  between Egypt  and  Syria

What were the reasons Israel won the war?
- The Israeli army was organized well and used the intelligence information smartly 
-IDF  took action, surprised the Arab enemies  and used an unexpected  attack. 
-The Israeli air-force destroyed the air forces of the Arabs and was in full control .
-The Israeli soldiers were highly motivated and had a fighting spirit.


The immigration from the USSR
Following the victory in the Six-Day War, Jews from the Soviet Union began to organize for immigrants to Israel as individuals. The Soviet regime did not allow the Jews to leave or contact Israel. Jews who wanted to learn Hebrew and become close to Judaism did so in secret. Jews who asked permission to move to Israel were fired and some were sent to prison under harsh conditions.
These Jews were called prisoners of Zion. For the sake of the Jews of Soviet Union, a public struggle by Jews of the world, calling for "Let my people go" started.
International pressure was exerted on the Soviet Union by the State of Israel and Jews throughout the world, which was expressed in the following actions: Israeli representatives brought to the UN the problem of Soviet Jewry preventing them from immigrating to Israel.
In many places in the world, in front of the Soviet embassies, many rallies and mass demonstrations were held with the slogan "Send my people", which caught the attention of the media.
This activity intensified in 1970, mainly in the United States, Britain and France, following the attempt by young Jews in the Soviet Union to hijack a plane to reach Israel. (The kidnappers were caught).
The struggle was successful and in some cases Jews succeeded in leaving the USSR.
For example: Natan Sharansky, who was a Zionist activist in the USSR and spent years in a Soviet prison, was released after a long struggle and immigrated to Israel in 1986.
The large immigration from the Soviet Union started in the 1990s after the fall of the USSR. Many Jews began to immigrate to Israel and to return to Judaism.
Altogether, about one million people immigrated from the Soviet Union. 
The immigration from Ethiopia
From the mid-1970s an official immigration of Jews from Ethiopia began coming to Israel Prime Minister Menachem Begin decided to increase immigration from Ethiopia and the Mossad operated Operation Achim to bring Jews from Ethiopia through Sudan. Until the 1980s, some 5,000 Jews from Ethiopia immigrated to Israel. Later in the 1980s, Operation Moses and Operation Solomon took place to bring Ethiopian Jews to Israel.
The difficulties Ethiopian Jews faced
Difficult condition of drought and starvation..1
2. The Jews suffered severe persecution and the government forbade the Jews to observe the laws of the Jewish religion.
3. Children aged 12 were drafted into the army.
4. The leaders of the Jewish community were accused of spying for Israel.
Operation Moses
The Israeli government decided to rescue the Ethiopian Jews and bring them to Israel. The operation was complicated because the Ethiopian regime prohibited the exit of civilians from the country, and the passage of civilians from one area to another was illegal. Under these conditions, the Jews had to find a secret escape route from Ethiopia to Sudan, and from there to transfer them to Europe - and to Israel. In order to facilitate the operation and to gain the cooperation of the Sudanese authorities, the operation, called Operation Moses, was conducted in strict secrecy for several weeks.
Most of the Ethiopian Jews lived in the villages, and in order to reach Sudan, they had to travel hundreds of kilometers on foot, guided by local guides who took them for a fee. For days and weeks they marched in a difficult way and endangered men and women, old men and children. They went mostly at night, and during the day they hid from the burning sun and also from the police, the army, and bandits. Many of them did not survive the difficult journey and died of starvation, weakness, or disease. There were also those who were caught on the way by military men or bandits, arrested or killed. Ethiopian Jews were forced to leave behind all their possessions, and even when they reached Sudan they had to wait in refugee camps until they flew to Europe, and from there to Israel.
During the "Operation Moses" (1984-1985), about 7,000 Jews from Ethiopia came to Israel.
Six years later, due to a protracted civil war in Ethiopia, another operation took place and  was called Operation Solomon. Israel made an agreement with Ethiopia in 1991 and for $ 40 million paid by the State of Israel to Ethiopia, 14,000 Ethiopian Jews were flown to Israel.
Peace agreements 
The peace agreement between Israel and Egypt
On November 9, 1977, Egyptian President Sadat informed the members of the Egyptian  Assembly that he wished to reach the Knesset in Jerusalem to discuss peace with Israel.
What were the reasons that Egypt wanted to make a peace agreement with Israel?
A. Egypt was in a difficult economic situation
B. Israel won Egypt in wars before
C. The Egyptian president wanted to approach the United States
D. The Egyptian president wanted quiet on the borders
Sadat, the Egyptian president came to Israel and spoke in the Knesset.
After Sadat's visit to Israel, direct peace talks began between Israel and Egypt.
On September 17, 1978, with the U.S.A assistance in Camp David were signed a peace treaty between Egypt and Israel.
The main points of the agreement:
The peace agreement ends the war between Israel and Egypt and sets the permanent border between the two countries.
B. Israel was forced to pay a price for the agreement and transfer Sinai to Egypt and evacuate the settlements in the Sinai.
Diplomatic relations were established between Israel and Egypt and trade cooperation.
About two years after the agreement with Israel, Egyptian President Sadat was assassinated by Egyptian Islamic Jihad terrorists.

The peace treaty between Israel and Jordan
After the Six-Day War, Israel's relations with Jordan were standards and secret meetings were held between heads of state in an attempt to make a peace agreement.
Jordan had an interest in cooperating with Israel because of the fear of an increase in the power of the Palestinians who came to Jordan and threatened its rule. And Syria also tried to take control of Jordan and Israel helped Jordan to concentrate Israeli forces near the Jordanian border.
But a peace treaty was not signed until 1994 because Jordan did not want to sign a separate peace agreement with Israel, an act that would upset Syria. In addition, there were several unresolved issues between Israel and Jordan, which they had to regulate. After the signing of the Oslo Accords, Israel, under Rabin, initiated negotiations with Jordan. At a three-way summit between Prime Minister Rabin, King Hussein and President Clinton, held at the White House in July 1994, the two sides declared an end to the state of belligerency between the two countries.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In return for a peace agreement, the Americans offered Jordan debt relief and armaments; This was an opportunity for Jordan to correct its negative attitude towards it following its policy in the Gulf War, in which it sided with Iraq. Thus, less than a year after the beginning of the negotiations, the peace treaty between Israel and Jordan was signed on October 26, 1994, in the presence of US President Bill Clinton. The peace treaty between Israel and Jordan included a number of clauses, including: the border between the two countries - will be determined according to the border set during the British Mandate and in accordance with the geographical conditions in the area. The water issue - It was agreed to divide the waters of the Jordan River, the Jordan River, and the aquifers in the Arava between the two countries. Economy - Sections of the agreement dealing with economic cooperation and the nature of the relations between the two countries.
The Israeli public supported the peace treaty with Jordan. In contrast to previous agreements Israel signed with Egypt and the Palestinians in an agreement signed with Jordan, it was not forced to give up territories.
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
