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Year End Summary Report

For Chana Liora

Background – Chana Liora is a second grader, that arrived as a new Olah from the US in the beginning of last year.
Chana Liora is a lovely, special, graceful and charming student.

Chana Liora shows a lot of interest in her surroundings , and tends to share her thoughts with her surroundings. This tells that Chana Liora possesses a developed intelligence and high cognitive capabilities. 

Chana Liora has significant objective difficulties that compromise both her schoo and general functioning. These are detailed by the attending doctors.

Behavioural – Chana Liora is having great difficulties in this area, which were detailed by the teacher. In my classes too, Chana Liora finds it difficult to accept authority and boundaries,  and she does not commit her self to fulfilling the behavioural and general functioning requirements.  Also, Chana Liora has difficulties postponing and overcoming stimulations, for example, she eats a sweet even though I have told her to put it back in her bag, colors her drawing even though the instructions were to do so at home, very associative and unable to filter stimulations – this is something that significantly compromises the study continuity. It should be noted that these difficulties are  very deep,  and not necessarily behavioural, because I have been working with her on behavioural design in these areas – with no results.
Through her entire functioning Chana Liora has difficulties with organization, and all her actions are extremely slow and unorganised. Chana Liora requires a very long time to do her assignments, causing her to miss large parts of the lesson.

Academically – Chana Liora has made much progress with reading, but she has a strong tendency to impressionism. On the other hand, exists a good structural orthographic perception. Hence, we have worked on linear division of words to syllables in order to avoid impressionism and to develop precise reading while on the other hand we did not deter  her slowness because Chana Liora has a normal capability of orthographic perception. Nevertheless her reading is slow because she is still missing many words in Hebrew vocabulary, and she is not yet able to quickly access reading fundamentals. Therefore we have worked during the year on reading with syllable division through  linear division . today Chana Liora reads with [3 words I don’t understand] . While reading we worked on control development, for correct reading, by marking punctuation signs ending sentences , halting at the end of each sentence , and orally summarising it.
In parallel we developed awareness to identifying incorrect words – either incorrect in the NIKUD of the the word , or other variations, and she was to identify the incorrect word. Chana Liora worked very well in this area , and developed good control over her reading. 
In parallel we worked on improving her structural and expressional Hebrew vocabulary.  We mostly worked on words from stories we have read , and from there we have developed semantics and categories of more words belonging to the group of words studied. (Using word cards and pictures in various games).

In language – we elaborated on word families, and strategies of inderstanding words by context.

Recommendations

· It is very recommended to receive a structured working plan on Chana Liora's behavioural difficulties, in orderto have her develop an understanding of Teacher Pupil/Adult  Child, and capability of postponing stimulation , etc.
· Language and reading correctional teaching should be continued so that Chana Liora will not be dragged to uncontrolled impressional  reading. (The correctional teaching should gradually move to "smearing finger" reading, and to start combining the rhythm in the division [that's what it says – so help me G-D…..]. Then to work on "techno global" reading, and gradually move to fluent reading while priming the words that are difficult to divide before reading).

· Chana Liora should not be allowed to read in a structural and flowing manner. Instead she should read in a directed way, through linear division or line imagination. With full combination of control strategies and sentence summaries like we learned (Attached are assignments for the summer with detailed instructions).

· In Parallel it is highly recommended read to Chana Liora in Hebrew, and allow her to hear Hebrew tapes (Audio books are recommended), so she will develop her written Hebrew. 
· Chana Liora should continue to be worked with , regarding the various language areas , and semantic and phonologic categories so she will develop her Hebrew vocabulary.
In general, Chana Liora has developed thinking capabilities and intelligence and good cognitive abilities, and with the right assistance for her difficulties she will be able to reach achievements. On the other hand , due to her complex difficulties,  all people helping her  should have  professional guidance to help her, and to avoid compromising her self image and self assurance, and to avoid as much as possible frustration.
