Inquiry - German Citizenship Status

Inquiry

This inquiry sets to find out the following:

a) Considering the background described below, am I a German national in the eyes of the German Republic?

b) If so, what documents must I present, and which procedures must I follow in order to obtain a German passport?

c) If not, am I eligible to apply for German citizenship?

d) Do my children inherit my status? 
Background

1) My grandfather Mr. Emil Hochster was born in the German city Furth on April 26th 1920  to a family of German nationality for many generations. (Supporting Document: Emil Hochster's German birth certificate)
2) Being a Jew, his citizenship was revoked by the 1935 Nazi Nurnberg race laws.

3) He escaped the Nazis to the UK in 1938 after the November 1938 "Kristal Nacht" events (Supporting Document: German travel papers, Mr. Emil Hochster – 1938)

4) Later he has immigrated to Palestine – Israel.

5) He has received back his German passport again after the war. (Supporting Document: German passport – current)

6) During 1944 he married his wife – Sita (A jewish refugee from Germany herself), and my father was born on August 1st 1945. (Supporting Document: Shimon Hochster's birth certificate, 1945).

7)  I was born November 3rd 1971 in Israel to Shimon Hochster. (Supporting Document: Benjamin Hochster, Birth certificate.)
8) My father has requested and received a German passport during 1997 (Supporting Document:  Shimon Hochster's German Passport)
