Chana Liora's Academic and Behavioural status during the school year

Chana Liora is B"H a very smart pupil, academically she did very well, she knew the material in Tora and Math, and received high grades. Remembers nicely past material.  Her reading is slower but presice, has trouble copying from the blackboard, her hand writing is unorginised, big letters and out of the lines. She is a very friendly and beloved student.

In the beginning of the year she was an exemplary student, was obedient , learned seriously and stood up to al assignments. Even though she was asked to copy 3 first lines she worked hard to copy everything from the board, made sure her notebooks wer in order, and took part in class and was up to speed with the rest of the class.

Since Chanuka there has been deterioration,  and since Pesach her deterioration became more significant .

Chana Liora got very tired in class, was not concentrated and easily distracted. When requested to take her books and notebooks out it took avery long time, and occasionally she didn't take them out at all. In some lessons she didn’t copy at all from the blackboard and did not do the work pages. Had a lot of problems with organization in general and in organizing her self between classes. Did not always do her homework, her notebooks were a mess  amd she didn’t finish tests on time.
Asked a lot to go to the toilet

Chana Liora deteriorated also in behavior. Had difficulties to accept clear boundaries from the teacher , insisted a lot on her opinion. Walked around in class after the teacher entered and told the girls to go to place. 

She bursted into inappropriate talk without control (If the teacher wont wait for me until I finish copying everything, I will not finish my page, and she would throw the page away, or teacher you must now read the letter my mommy wrote to you) 

She is dreamy . every time she would leave class for any reason (toilet, netilat yadayim etc.) would take a long time.
But despite the hard priod of time she had, Chana Liora continued to do well in her exams, and to know the material as expected from her.
